A resolution of the Township of Darby, Union County, Ohio, enacted in accordance with a
comprehensive plan and the provisions of Chapter 519, Ohio Revised Cadimgdilre Township into
zones and districts, encouraging, regulating, and restricting therein the location, construction,
reconstruction, alteration dnuses of structures and landromoting the orderly development of
residential, business, industriakcreational, and public areasropiding for adequate light, air and
convenience of access to property by regulating the use of land and buildings and the bulk of structures in
relationsip to surrounding propertiegnliting congestion in the publicghtsof way; poviding for the
administration of thisesolution as provided hereaftand prescribing penalties for the violation of the
provisions in this resolution or any amendment thereto, all for the purpose of protecting the public health,
safety, comfrt and general welfare; and for the repeal thereof.

Therefore, be it resolved by the Board of Trustees of the Township of Darby, Union County,
Ohio.

ARTICLE I: TITLE, INTERPRETATION, AND ENACTMENT

Section 100° Title
This resolution shallbekmon and may be cited to as the fiZoning
Uni on County, Ohioo.

Section 110" Provisions of Resolution Declared to be Minimum Requirements

In their interpretation and application, the provisions of this resolution shkklo to be minimum
requirements, adopted for the promotion of the public health, safety, and the general welfare. Whenever
the requirements of this resolution conflict with the requirements of any other lawfully adopted rules,
regulations, ordinancest mesolution, the most restrictive, or that imposing the higher standards shall
govern.

Section 120" Separability Clause

Should any section or provision of this Resolution be declared by the courts to be unconstitutional or
invalid, such decision sHanot affect the validity of the Resolution as a whole, or any part thereof other
than the part so declared to be unconstitutional or invalid.

Section 130" Repeal of Conflicting Resolution, Effective Date

All resolutions or parts of Resolution inrdtict with this zoning Resolution or inconsistent with the
provisions of this Resolution are hereby repealed to the extent necessary to give this Resolution full force
and effect. This Resolution shall become effective from and after the date of asad@md adoption, as
provided by law.

Section 140 Use of Land or Buildings for Agricultural Purposes Not Affected

The uses of land or buildings for agricultural purposes are not affected by this Resolution and no
zoning certificate shall be requirdédr any such building or structure or useland. Residential
dwellings, including those on agricultural lamid, require @oning permit



ARTICLE II: DEFINITIONS

Interpretation of Terms or Words: For the purpose of this Resolution, certain 'eonwords used
herein shall be interpreted as follows:

1. The word fipersono includes a firm, association,
corporation as well as an individual.

2. The present tense includes the future tense, the singular nuntibeles the plural, and the plural
number includes the singular.

Access Managemen§tandards- Pursuant to Chapter 5522 of the Ohio Revised Code, Access

Management Regulations are regulations adopted b@dbaty Engineer for the purposes of promoting

traffic safety and efficiency, maintaining proper traffic capacity and traffic flow, reducing vehicular

accident frequency, minimizing the future expenditure of public revenues, and improving the design and
location of access connections to county and township roads while at the same time providing necessary
and reasonable ingress and egress to properties along those roads. The regulations establish the standards
necessary to properly manage access to countioamship roads.

Accessory Structure- A subordinate structure detached from but located on the same lot as a principal
building. The use of an accessory structure must be incidental and accessory to the use of the principal
building. Accessory structes include, but are not limited to storage sheds, garages, metal storage
buildings, and other prefabricated buildings.

Accessory Use A use incidental to and customarily associated with a specific principal use, located on
the same lot or parcel.

Acre- A land area of 43,560 square feet.

Addition - Any construction that increases the size of a building or structure in terms of site coverage,
height, length, width, or gross floor area.

Adult Entertainment Facilities - A facility having a significatportion of its function as adult
entertainment which includes the following listed categories:

a. Adult Entertainm ent Business A business or enterprise which presents material or
performances (1) whose dominant tendency is to arouse lust or to apjpeaptorient or
scatological interest by displaying or depicting sexual activity, masturbation, sexual excitement,
nudity or human bodily functions of elimination, (2) which, when taken as a whole, lack serious
literary, artistic, political or scientificalue, and (3) which detrimentaliffect or may
detrimentally affect the purposes of this Resolution.

b. Establishmert - The opening of a new business, the relocation of an existing business or the
conversion of an existing business.

c. Material - Any book, magaine, newspaper, pamphlet, poster, print, picture, figure, image,
description, motion picture film, phonographic recordagre disk, digital mediar other
tangible thing capable of arousing interest through sight, sound or touch.




d. Nudity - The showing, @presentation or depiction of human male or female genitals, pubic area
or buttocks with less than a full, opaque covering, or of a female breast with less than a full,
opaque covering of any portion thereof below the top of the nipple, or of coveredenadds in
a discernibly turgid state.

e. Performance- Any motion picture, preview, trailer, play, show, skit, dance, or other exhibition
performed before an audience.

f. Presents- Creates, produces, directs, publishes, advertises, sells, rents, dissenlistatages

or displays.

Sexual activity - Sexual conduct or sexual contact, or both.

Sexual conduct Vaginal intercourse between a male and female, and anal intercourse, fellatio,

and cunnilingus between persons regardless of sex. Penetration, hdigbveis sufficient to

complete vaginal or anal intercourse.

i. Sexual contact Any touching of an erogenous zone of another, including without limitation the
thigh, genitals, buttock, pubic region, or, if such person is a female, a breast, for the plirpose
gratifying either person.

J.  Sexual excitement The condition of human male or female genitals when in a state of sexual
stimulation or arousal.

Agribusiness- Manufacturing warehousing, storage, and related industrial and commercial activities that
provide services for or are dependent upon agricultural activities. Agribusinesses include, but are not
limited to the following uses: sales, storage, and blending; sales and servicing of farm implements and
related equipment; preparations and sale of femdarfimals and fowl; seed sales, poultry hatchery
services; corn shelling, hay bailing, and threshing services; grain elevators and bulk storage of feed
grains; horticulture services; agricultural produce milling and processing and livestock auctions.

Agricultural building - A structure on agricultural land designed, constructed, and used to house farm
implements, livestock, or agricultural produce or products used by the owner, lessedessaalor their

immediate families, their employees, and pessemgaged in the pick up or delivery of agricultural

produce or products grown or raised on the premis
dwellings.

Agricultural sales and service- A use primarily engaged in the sale or rental afnféools and
implements, feed, grain, tack, animal care products, and farm supplies. Food sales and farm machinery
repair services that are accessory to the principal use are included in this definition.

Agriculture -A Agr i cul t ur e 0 nchming;lagudcaltsre; Bpicultone; hodicultureaviticulture;
animal husbandry, including but not limited to, the care and raising of livestock, equine, and fur bearing
animals; poultry husbandry and the production of poultry and poultry products; dainctoog the

production of field crops, tobacco, fruits, vegetables, nursery stock, ornamental shrubs, ornamental trees,
flowers, sod, or mushrooms; timber, pasturage; any combination of the foregoing; the processing, drying,
storage, and marketing of agritural products when those activities are conducted in conjunction with,

but are secondary to, such husbandry or production.

Alley - See Thoroughfare.

Alterations, Structural - Any change in the supporting members of a building such as bearing walls,
columns, beams, or girders.

Automobile Repair Services Any building, structure, improvements, or land used for the repair and
maintenance of automobiles, motorcycles, trucks, trailers, or similar vehicles including but not limited to
body, fender, muffleor upholstery work, oil change and lubrication, painting, tire service and sales, or
installation of car alarms or stereo equipment.



Base Flood The flood having a one percent chance of being equaled or exceeded in a given year. The
base flood may ab be referred to as the 1 percent chance annual flood or one hundred (100) year flood.

Basement- A story all or partly underground but having at least-bak of its height below the average
level of the adjoining ground.

Bed and Breakfast Inn- A single family private residence that provides overnight accommodations and

a morning meal to transients for compensation. The owner/operator of the bed and breakfast must live
ful-t i me on the innds premises. B el six46h separate guask f a s t
rooms.

Billboard - A sign directing attention to a specific business, product, service, entertainment, or other
activity sold, offered or conducted elsewhere than upon the lot on which the sign is located or for public
serviceand information of for political advertising.

Board of Zoning Appeals- The Board of Zoning Appeals of Darby Township, Union County, Ohio.

Buffer - A strip of land, fence, or border of trees, etc., between one use and another, which may or may
not have trees and shrubs planted for screening purposes, designed to set apart one use area from another.

Building - Any structure designed or intended for the support, enclosure, shelter, or protection of persons,
animals, chattels, or property.

Building, Accessory- A subordinate building detached from, but located on the same lot as the principal
building, the use of which is incidental and accessory to that of the main building or use.

Building, Height - The vertical distance measured from the aveed@eation of the proposed finished

grade at the front of the building to the highest point of the roof for flat roofs, to the deck line of mansard
roofs, and the mean height beemesaves and ridge for gablep hand gambrel roofs. Where a building

is located on sloping terrain, the height may be measured from the average ground level of the grade at
the building wall.

Building Line - See Setback Line.

Building, Principal - A building in which is conducted the main or principal use of the lot on wdaich
building is situated.

Caliper - A horticultural method of measuring the diameter of nursery stock. For trees less than four
inches in diameter, the measurement should be taken at six inches above ground level. For trees greater
than four inches idiameter up to and including twelve inches, the caliper measurement must be taken at
twelve inches above the ground level. For trees greater than twelve inches in diameter, the trunk is
measured at breast hbigdiameter at breast height@BH), whichis 4.5 feet above the ground.

Cemetery- Land used or intended to be used for the burial of animal or human dead and dedicated for
cemetery purposes, including crematories, mausoleums, and mortuaries if operated in connection with
and within the boundarseof such cemetery.

Channel- A natural or artificial watercourse of perceptible extent with bed and banks to confine and
conduct continuously or periodically flowing water.

Chassis- The steel undercarriage, supporting framework to which a dwellppgrmmanently attached.
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Clinic - A place used for the care, diagnosis and treatment of sick, ailing, infirm, or injured persons, and
those who are in need of medical and surgical attention, but who are not provided with board or room or
kept overnight onhte premises.

Club - A building or portion thereof or premises owned or operated by a person for a social, literary,
political, education, or recreational purpose primarily for the exclusive use of members and their guests.

Commercial Use- The purchasesale, or transaction involving the disposition of any article, substance,
commodity, or service; the maintenance or conduct of offices, professions, or recreational or amusement
enterprises conducted for profit and also including renting ofrasidentibirooms, business offices, and

sales display rooms and premises.

Common Access Drive A Common Access Drive (CAD) is a privately constructed privately owned and
privately maintained driveway within an ingress/egress easement serving more thanamgslate({) but

not more than five lots (or parcels), properly installed in accordance with the requirements of the County
Engineer and for which the county and township accept NO responsibility for maintenance, either initially
or at any time in the futur@ common access drive provides an alternative to construction of public or
private streets for accessing small numbers of lots and reduces the number of driveways along public
roads.

Comprehensive Development Planr Comprehensive Plan A plan, or anyportion thereof, adopted

by either Darby Townshighe Regional Planning Commission,tbe Board of County Commissioners
showing the general location and extent of present and proposed land uses, major thoroughfares, parks,
schools, or other community féites. This plan establishes the goals, objectives, and policies of the
community.

Conditional Use- A use permitted within a district other than a principally permitted use, requiring a
conditional use permit and approval of the Board of Zoning Appea

Conditional Use Permit- A permit issued by the Zoning Inspector upon approval by the Board of
Zoning Appeals to allow a use other than a principally permitted use to be established within the district.

Condominium - A multiple dwelling or deglopment containing individually owned dwelling units and
jointly owned and shared areas and facilities, which dwelling or development is subject to the provisions
of the State of Ohio.

Corner Lot - See Lot Types.

Cul-de-Sac- See Thoroughfare.

Dead-End Street- See Thoroughfare.

Density - A unit of measurement; the number of dwelling units per acre of land.

Density, Gross- The numerical value obtained by dividing the total number of dwelling units in a
development by the gross area of the tratamd (in acres) within a development. This would include all
nonresidential land uses and private streets of the development, as well asfrgiysof dedicated
streets; the result being the number of dwelling units per gross acre of land.

Density, Net - The numerical value obtained by dividing the total number of dwelling units in a
development by the area of the actual tract of land (in acres) upon which the dwelling units are proposed
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to be located and including common open space and associataticeal facilities within the area; the
result being the number of dwelling units per net residential acre of land. Net density calculations
exclude rightsof-way of publicly dedicated streets and private streets.

Dwelling - Any building or structuregxcept a mobile home as defined elsewhere in this resolution)
which is wholly or partly used or intended to be used for living or sleeping quarters by one or more
human occupants.

Dwelling, Modular Home - Factory built housing certified as meeting thealaar state building codes as
applicable to modular housing. Once certified by the state, modular homes shall be subject to the same
standards as site built homes. Modular homes are required to be placed upon a solid masonry foundation.

Dwelling, Multi -Family - A dwelling or group of dwellings on one lot, containing separate living units
for three or more families, having separate or joint entrances, and including apartments, group homes,
row houses, and condominiums.

Dwelling, Permanently-Sited Manufadured Housing - A manufactured home that meets the following

criteria:

1. Must be attached to a permanent, fifosé foundation meaning permanent masonry, concrete, or a
locally approved footing or foundation (slab, crawl space foundation or full foundediach)
connected to appropriate utilities;

2. Excluding any additions, have a width of at least 22 feet and a length of at least 22 feet as

manufactured;
3. Have conventional residential siding, (i.e. lap, clapboard, shake, masonry, vertical natural materials),
a6i nch mini mum eave overhang, and a minimum AAO

4. Have removed its indicia of mobility (temporary axles, trailer tongue, running lights) upon placement
upon its foundation;

5. Meet all applicable zoning requirements uniformly imposed osiradilefamily dwellings in the
particular district (excepting contrary requirements for minimum roof pitch and requirements that do
not comply with HUD code standards for manufactured housing);

6. And, is not located in a manufactured home park as defin@Rgy 3733.01.

Dwelling, Two Family - A dwelling, except manufactured housing, designed exclusively for occupancy
by two (2) families living independently of each other, including a duplex (one dwelling unit above the
other), or a sermiletached (one dWlmg unit beside the other).

Dwelling, Single Family- A detached residential dwelling or housing unit other than a mobile home,
designed for and occupied by one family only, including permansitégl manufactured housing,
modular homes, and industiizd units. The type of construction of such units shall conform to the
applicable building code.

Dwelling, Manufactured Home - A non selfpropelled building unit or assembly of closed construction

that is fabricated in an cffite facility and constrded in conformance with the Federal construction and

safety standards establishing by the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development pursuant to the
AiManufactured Housing Construction and Safety Sta
5403,and that has a permanent label or tag affixed to it, as specified in 42 U.S.C.A. 5415, certifying
compliance with all applicable Federal construction and safety standardanufactured home is

transportable in one or more sections, which, in the trayefiode, is eight feet or more in width or forty

feet or more in length or, when erected on site, is three hundred twenty or more square feet, and which is

built on a permanent chassis, designed to be used as a dwelling with or without permanent foundation

when connected to required utilities. Calculations used to determine the numbers of square feet in a




structurebds exterior dimensions are measured at t
These dimensions include all expandable roomsinets, and other projections containing interior space,

but do not include bay windows. 0(ORC 4501.01) Fo
frame specifically designed and constructed with wheels or running gear and towing tondjed fiosta
transportation on public streets or highways and designed without the need for a permanent foundation
arriving at the site complete and ready for residential occupancy except for minor and incidental

unpacking and assembly operations; locatiombeels, jacks, blocks, or other foundation, connection to

utilities and the like.

Dwelling, Mobile Home - A non selfpropelled building unit or assembly of closed construction that is
fabricated in an ofite facility, built on a permanent movableassis which is 8 feet or more in width
and more than 35 feet in length, which when erected on site is 320 or more square feet, that is
transportable in one or more sections and which does not qualify as a manufactured home or
industrialized unit as defideherein.

Dwelling, Industrialized Unit - A building unit or assembly of closed construction fabricated in an off
site facility, that is substantially sediifficient as a unit or as part of a greater structure, and that requires

transportationtothesit of i ntended use. Al ndustrialized Unit
independent units, as part of a group of units, or incorporated with standard construction methods to form
a completed structural entliudeymanufadtured drumebilerhonelas zed U

defined herein.

Dwelling, Rooming House (Boarding House, Lodging House, Dormitory)A dwelling or part thereof,
other than a hotel, motel or restaurant where meals and/or lodging are provided for compensation, for
three or more unrelated persons where no cooking or dining facilities are provided in the individual
rooms.

Dwelling Unit - Space, within a dwelling, comprising living, dining, sleeping room or rooms, storage
closets, as well as space and equipment fokingpbathing, and toilet facilities, all used by only one
family and its household employees.

Easement- The right to use the real property of another for a specific purpose. The easement is itself a
real property interest, but legal title to the undadyland is retained by the original owner for all other
purposes.

Easement, Conservation A nonpossessory interest in real property imposing limitations or affirmative
obligations, the purposes of which include retaining or protecting agriculturalahatenic, or open
space values of real property; protecting natural resources; or maintaining air or water quality.

Essential Services The erection, construction, alterations, or maintenance, by public utilities or

municipal or other governmentadjencies, of underground gas, electrical or water transmission or
distribution systems, collection, communication, supply or disposal systems, including poles, wires,
drains, mains, sewers, pipes, traffic signals, hydrants, and other similar equipmactessbries in
connection therewith; reasonably necessary for the furnishing of adequate service by such public utilities
or municipal or other governmental agencies or for the public health or safety or general welfare, but not
including buildings.

Family - One or more persons occupying a single dwelling unit.

Farm - An area of land which meets Current Agricultural Use Value standards, as outlined in the Ohio
Revised Code Section 5713.30(A).



Farm dwelling unit - A single family dwelling that is locatesh and used in conjunction with a farm.

Farm Market - The seasonal selling or offering for sale at retail of hgnesvn vegetables or produce,
occurring in a pralesignated area, where the vendors are generally individuals who have raised the
vegetablesioproduce or have taken the same on consignment for retail sale.

Fence- An artificially constructed barrier of wood, masonry, stone, wire, metal, or other manufactured
material or combination of materials erected to enclose, screen, or separatexatedimg agricultural
fences.

Flag lot - A lot not fronting or abutting a public or private roadway and where access to the roadway is
limited to a narrow private rigkdf-way which does not meet the minimum frontage lot width. This
definition doesot apply for lots greater than ten (10) acres.

Flood Plain - That land, including the flood fringe and the floodway, subject to inundation by the
regional flood.

Flood, Base- Large floods which have previously occurred or which may be expected toascaur
particular stream because of like physical characteristics. The base flood generally has an average
frequency of the one hundred (100) year recurrence interval flood.

Floodway - The channel of a river or other watercourse and the adjacent lasdtaehave been
reserved in order to pass the base flood discharge.

Floodway Fringe - That portion of the flood plain, excluding the floodway, where development may be
allowed under certain restrictions.

Floor Area of a Residential Building- The sum of the gross horizontal area of the several floors of a
residential building, excluding basement floor areas not devoted to residential use, but including the area
of roofed porches and roofed terraces. All dimensions shall be measured betweerfanesiof walls.

Floor Area of a Non-Residential Building (To be Used in Calculating Parking Requirements) The
floor area of the specified use excluding stairs, washrooms, elevator shafts, maintenance shafts and
rooms, storage spaces, display windows, fitting rooms, and similar areas.

Floor Area, Usable- Measurement of usable floor area shall be the sum of the horizontal areas of the
several floors of the building, measured from the interior faces of the exterior walls.

Food Processing The prejaration, storage, or processing of food products. Examples of these activities
include bakeries, dairies, canneries, and other similar businesses.

Frontage - That portion of a lot that directly abuts the street or street right of way and provides the
principal access to the property. Lot frontage shall be measured only from the address side (front) for the
purpose of determining road frontage on corner and double frontage lots. All sides of a lot abutting a
street shall be considered frontage for thgpse of determining yard requirements only. Property lines

that abut limited access roads shall not be construed to be included within any calculation of frontage.
The above definition does not apply to common access drives. Common access driveserasixty

(60) foot minimum ingress/egress onto the roadway.

Gasoline Service Statior Any building, structure, or land used for the dispensing and sale at retail of
any automobile fuels, oils, or accessories, including lubrication of automobiles@adement or
installation or minor parts and accessories, but not including major repair work.
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Home Occupation- A use which is an activity, profession, occupation, service, craft, or revenue
enhancing hobby conducted by a person on the same premisegascipal place of residence which is
clearly subordinate and incidental to use of the premises for residential purposes.

Junk-AJunko means old scrap copper, brass, rope, r
dismantled or wreckedutomobiles or parts thereof, iron, steel, and other old or scrap ferrous or
nonferrous materials.

JunkYard-iJunk Yardo means an establishment or place
for the purpose of storing, keeping, buying, or seljimk, or for the maintenance or operation of an

automobile graveyard. It shall also include scrap metal processing facilities which are located within one
thousand feet of the nearest edge of rightvay of a highway or street, and any site, location, o

premises on which are kept two or moraljumotor vehicles as definedtime Ohio Revised Code,

whether or not for a commercial purpose.

Kennels- Any lot or premise on which dogs, cats or other household pets are boarded, bred or
exchanged for monaty compensation.

Land Trust - A private, nonprofit conservation organization formed to protect natural resources, open
space and/or agricultural land.

Loading Space, OffStreet- Space logically and conveniently located for bulk pickups and deliveries,
scaled to delivery vehicles expected taisedand accessible to such vehicles when requiredtodet
parking spaces are filled. Required-sfifeet loading space is not to be included astoffet parking
space in computation of required-stfeet jarking space. All ofttreet loading spaces shall be located
totally outside of any street or alley righitway.

Local Road- Any road in Darby Township not specified as a major or minor collector.
Location Map - See Vicinity Map.

Lot - For purposs of this Resolution, a lot is a parcel of land of at least sufficient size to meet minimum
zoning requirements for use, coverage, and area, and to provide such yards and other spaces as are herein
required. Such lot shall have frontage on an improved@strket, or on an approved private street, and

may consist of:

A A single lot of record,;

A A portion of a lot of record;

A A combination of complete lots of record, of complete lots of record and portions of lots of
record, or of portions of lots of record.

Lot Area - The horizontal area within the exterior lines of the lot, exclusive of any area in a public or
private way open to public or common uses.

Lot Coverage- A measure of intensity of land use that represents the portion of a site that is impervious
This portion includes, but is not limited to, all areas covered by buildings, parking areas, driveways,
roadways, sidewalks, and any area of concrete or asphalt.

Lot Line - The property lines bounding the lot.



Lot Line, Front - A line connecting théoremost points of the side lot lines and dividing the lot from the
access righof-way. On a corner, lot lines along both streets shall be considered front lot lines.

Lot Line, Rear - A line connecting the rearmost points of the side lot line.

Lot L ine, Side- A lot line that is neither a front lot line nor a rear lot line.

Lot, Minimum Area of - The area of a lot is computed exclusive of any portion of the-oiigivay of
any public or private street.

Lot Measurements- A lot shall be meased as follows:

1. Depth- No lot containingen (L0) acres or less shall have an average depth that is more than three (3)
times its average width, excluding flag lots. For the purposes of this requirement the average width
shall be the distance between thig-points of straight lines connecting the foremost points of the
side lot lines in front and rearmost points of the side lot lines in the rear. For the purposes of this
requirement the average depth shall be the distance between theinmtidf a straght line
connecting the foremost points of each side lot line at the front and th@omidbf a straight line
connecting the rearmost points of the rear lot line.

2. Width - The distance between straight lines connecting front and rear lot lines atd=aohtkie lot,
measured at the street or right of way line, except adeshc streets (roads) where it is measured at
the setback line. Also see Frontage. For lots contaiem@0) acres or less in area, the actual
distance between the side latds at any point along the lot depth cannot be lesseighh@0) % of
the required frontage.

Lot of Record - A lot which is part of a subdivision recorded in the office of the County Recorder, or a
lot or parcel described by metes and bounds, theigden of which has been so recorded.

Lot Types - Terminology used in this Resolution with reference to corner lots, interior lots, and through
lots is as follows:

1. Corner Lot- A lot located at the intersection of two or more streets. A lot abuttingcanvead street
or streets shall be considered a corner lot if straight lines drawn from the foremost points of the side
lot lines to the foremost point of the lot meet at an interior angle of less than 135 degrees.
Interior Lot- A lot with only one frontag of a street.
Through Lot- A lot other than a corner lot with frontage on more than one street. Through lots
abutting two streets may be referred to as double frontage lots.
4. Reversed Frontage LefA lot on which frontage is at right angles to the gahpattern in the area.
A reversed frontage lot may also be a corner lot.

Major Collector s - Roads designated as major collectors by the Union County Engineer. At the time of
the adoption of this resolution, these roads inclugtate Routes 38, 16and 736 in Darby Township.

Major Thoroughfare Plan - The portion of the Comprehensive Plan adopted by the Board of County
Commissioners indicating the general location recommended for arterial, collector, and local
thoroughfares within the appropriate gdiction.

Manufacturing, Heavy - Manufacturing, processing, assembling, storing, testing and similar industrial

uses which are general major operations and extensive in character; require large sites, open storage and
service areas, extensive serviced tatilities, ready access to regional transportation; and generally
generate some nuisances such as smoke, noise, dust, glare, air pollution, odor, but not beyond the district
boundary to any large extent.
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Manufacturing, Light - Manufacturing or other blustrial uses, including warehousing or transfer
operations which are usually controlled operations; relatively clean, quiet, and free of objectionable or
hazardous elements such as smoke, noise, odor, or dust; operating and storing within encloses; structu
and generating little industrial traffic and no major nuisances.

Mineral Extraction - Any mining, quarrying, extractioar procesing of limestone, clay, sargravel,
natural gas, oil or other mineral resources.

Minor Collectors - Roads designateas minor collectors by the Union County Engineer. At the time of
the adoption of this resolution, this designation included Burns, Middldbiarg City, Robinson,
Scottslawn, Taylor, and Weaver Roads in Darby Township.

Mobile Home Park - Any site, or tact of land under single ownership, upon which three or more mobile
homes or manufactured buildings used for habitation are parked, either free of charge or for revenue
purposes; including any roadway, building, structures, vehicle or enclosure useshdedhfor use as

part of the facilities of such park.

Non-Conformities - A building, structure or use of land existing at the time of enactment of this
Resolution and which does not conform to the regulations of the district or zone in which #tedsitu

Non-farm Dwelling Unit - Any dwelling unit that is not located on and used in conjunction with a farm.

Nursery, Child Care - A building used for the commercial care of six (6) or more children who are not
members or wards of the owner or his indiage family. All childcare nurseries shall possess an
appropriate license from the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services as required.

Nursery, Retail - The retail handling of any article, substance, or commodity related to the planning,
maintenancegr harvesting of garden plants, shrubs, trees, packaged fertilizers, soils, chemicals, or other
nursery goods and related products to the consumer.

Nursery, Wholesale- The growing, storage, and sale of garden plants, shrubs, trees, or vines for resale
including incidental retail sales.

Nursing Home - A home licensed by the State of Ohio for the aged or chronically or incurably ill persons
in which five or more such persons not of immediate family are provided with food and shelter or care for
compasation, but not including hospitals, clinics or similar institutions devoted primarily to the diagnosis
and treatment of the sick or injured.

Office - Administrative, executive, professional, research, or similar organizations and laboratories
having anly limited contact with the public, provided that no merchandise or merchandising services are
sold on the premises, except such as are incidental or accessory to the principal permissible use.

Open Space Any land or area, the preservation of whinlits present or future use would: (1) conserve
and enhance natural or scenic resources; or (2) protect streams or water supply; or (3) promote
conservation of soils or wetlands; or (4) enhance the value to the public of abutting or neighboring parks,
forests, wildlife preserves, nature reservations, or sanctuaries; or (5) enhance recreation opportunities.

Parking Space, OftStreet- For the purpose of this Resolution an-siffeet parking space shall consist
of an area adequate for parking an automaitle room for opening doors on both sides, together with
properly related access to a public street or alley and maneuvering room, but shall be located totally
outside of any street or alley rigbt-way.
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Performance Bond or Surety Bond An agreementya subdivideor developer with the Board of
Township Trusteefr the amount of the estimated construction cost guaranteeing the completion of
physical improvement according to plans and specifications within the time prescribed by the
subdivi dnemt.6s agree

Planned Zoning District - The zoning designation of a lot or tract to permit that development as is
specifically depicted on plans approved in the process of zoning that lot or tract. The procedure for
approval of such development contains regmients in addition to those of the standard subdivision, such
as building design, principles, and landscaping plans.

Pond - A manmade structure in which water is impounded by constructing a dam or embankment or by
excavating a pit or dugout and intedder norragricultural use. Agricultural use ponds and ponds
created primarily for the purpose of controlling surface runoff as a part of the subdivision process are
exempt from the pond requirements in Section 1041.

Public Service Facility- The eretion, construction, alteration, operation or maintenance of government
regulated public buildings, power plants, substations, water treatment plants or pumping stations, sewage
disposal or pumping plants and other similar public service structures b¥iauiility, by a railroad,

whether publicly or privately owned, or by a governmental agency, including the furnishing of electrical,
gas, rail transport, and public or private water and sewage facilities. This definition does not include
sanitary landfils and excludes telecommunication towers.

Public Uses- Public parks, schools, administrative and cultural buildings and structures, not including
public land or buildings devoted solely to the storage and maintenance of equipment and materials and
public service facilities.

Public Way - An alley, bridge, channel, ditch, easement, expressway, freeway, highway, land, road,
sidewalk, street, walk, bicycle path; or other ways in which the general public or a public entity have a
right, or which are dedicadewhether improved or not.

Quasi-Public Use- Churchesand other facilities of an educational, religious, charitable, philanthropic, or
nonprofit nature.

Recreation, Commercial- Any business which is operated as a recreational enterprise, eithielypoibl
privately owned, for profit. Examples include, but are not limited to: golf courses, bowling alleys,
swimming pools, etc.

Recreation, NonCommercial - Any business which is operated as a recreational enterprise, either
publicly or privately ownd, for nonprofit. Examples include, but are not limited to: fishing areas,
parks, archery ranges, ball parks, etc.

Recreational Vehicle- A transportation structure not more than eight feet in width and either self
propelled or capable of being toweyg d passeger car, station wagon pickup truck and primarily

designed or constructed either to provide temporary moveable living quarters for recreational, camping,
or travel use or to carry equipment for such uses, but not for profit or commerci&emeational

vehicles include, but are not limited to: trailer, trailer coach andvifibel trailer; camping trailer,

pickup (slidein) camper and truck cap; chassis mount motor home, anehmiior home, converted and
chopped vans, boat, boat trailend utility trailer.

Research Activities- Research, development and testing related to such fields as chemicals,
pharmaceutical, medical, electrical, transportation and engineering, all of which are conducted within
entirely enclosed buildings.
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Retail Sales Establishment A commercial enterprise that provides goods directly to the consumer
where such goods are available for purchase and removal from the premises.

Retail Services Establishment Establishments providing services or entertainmerdppssed to

products, to the general public or to other commercial or industrial enterprises. Such services may
include, but not limited to, eating and drinking places, finance, real estate and insurance, personal service,
amusement and recreation sergideealth, educational and social services, museums, theatres including
motion picture, copy shops, printing services, package and postal services, photo processing, and similar
operations.

Right-of-Way - A strip of land taken or dedicated for use asiblip way. In addition to the roadway, it
normally incorporates the curbs, lawn strips, sidewalks, lighting, and drainage facilities, and may include
special features required by the topography such as grade separation, landscaped areas, viaducts and
bridges.

Seat- For purposes of determining the number ofstfeet parking spaces for certain uses, the number of
seats is the number of seating units installed or indicated, or each-faen(24) lineal inches of
benches, pews, or space for loose chairs

Self-Service Storage Facility- A building or group of buildings used for the storage of personal property
where individuals rent or own individual storage spaces.

Setback- The minimum distance by which any building or structure must be separated Btreet
right-of-way or lot line.

Setback, Front- The setback parallel to the front lot line extending the full width of the lot, representing
the distance which all or any part of any structure or building is to be set back from the right olway lin

Setback, Rear- The setback parallel to any rear lot line representing the distance alhactany part of
any buildingis to be set back from the rear lot line.

Setback, Side The setback parallel to any side lot line representing the didtaetcall or any part of
any building is to be set back from the side lot line.

Setback Line- A line within a lot parallel to a corresponding lot line, which is the boundary of any
specified front, side, or rear yard, or the boundary of any publicofgivay whether acquired in fee,
easement, or otherwise, or a line otherwise established to govern the location of buildings, structures, or
uses. Where no minimum front, side, or rear yards are specified, the setback line shall be coterminous
with the caresponding lot line.

Sewers, Central- An approved sewage disposal system which provides a collection network and
disposal system and central sewage treatment facility for a single development, community, or region.

Sewers, OnSite- A septic tank osimilar installation on an individual lot which utilizes an aerobic
bacteriological process or equally satisfactory process for the elimination of sewage and provides for the
proper and safe disposal of the effluent, subject to the approval of heattaraiadion officials having
jurisdiction.

Sidewalk - That portion of the road righdf-way beyond the road pavement, which is improved for the
use of pedestrian traffic.
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Sign - Any device designated to inform or attract the attention of persons no¢ @nemises on which

the sign is located.

1. Sign, OnPremises Any sign related to a business or profession conducted, or a commodity or
service sold or offered upon the premises where such sign is located.

2. Sign, OffPremises Any sign unrelated to a bumgss or profession conducted or to a commodity or
service sold or offered upon the premises where such sign is located.

3. Sign, llluminated Any sign illuminated by electricity, gas, or other artificial light including
reflecting or phosphorescent light.

4. Sign, Lighting Device Any light, string of lights, or group of lights located or arranged so as to cast
illumination on a sign.

5. Sign, Marquee A display sign attached to or hung from a marquee, canopy or other covered
structure projecting from and suppent by the building and extending beyond the building wall,
building line or street lot line.

6. Sign, Monument A freestanding sign supported primarily by an internal structural framework or
integrated into landscaping or other solid structural featuhes than support poles.

7. Sign, Pole Any sign which is erected on a pole or poles, which is wholly or partially independent of
any building for support.

8. Sign, Projecting A display sign which is attached directly to the building wall and which extends
more than fifteen inches from the face of the wall.

9. Sign, Roof- A display sign which is erected, constructed and maintained above the roof of the
building.

10. Sign, Temporary A display sign, banner or other advertising device constructed of cloth, canvas,
fabric or other light temporary material, with or without a structural frame, intended for a limited
period of display, including decorative displays for holidays or public demonstrations.

11.Sign, Wall- A display sign which is painted on or attached direitlthe building wall and which
extends not more than fifteen inches from the face of the wall.

Stables- Facilities designed or used for the boarding of horses including any barns, exercise areas, and
field areas to be used in the stable operation.

Stick-Built - A way of describing any structure built from boards of lumber and other building materials,
in which a substantial amount of the required material and construction labor are brought together in final
form at the foundation site.

Story - That pat of a building between the surface of a floor and the ceiling immediately above.
Structure - Anything constructed or erected, the use of which required location on the ground, or
attachment to something having a fixed location on the ground. Amongthutigs, structures include

buildings, mobile homes, walls, fences and billboards.

Supply Yard - A commercial establishment storing and offering for sale building supplies, steel supplies,
coal, heavy equipment, feed and grain and similar goods.

Swimming Pool- A pool or open tank containing at least 1.5 feet of water at any point and maintained by
the owner or manager. Farm ponds are exempt from this definition.
1. Private- Exclusively used without paying an additional charge for admission by the resaeht
guests of a single household, a mitdinily development, or a community, the members and guests
of a club, or the patrons of a motel or hotel; an accessory use.
2. Community- Operated with a charge for admission; a primary use.
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Telecommunication Towe - Any structure with radio frequency transmission or reception equipment

attached that is free standing or is to be connected to a building or other structure. A telecommunication

tower shall meet all of the following conditions:

1. Itis constructed on after October 31, 1996;

2. Itis owned or principally used by a public utility engaged in the provision of telecommunication
services;

3. ltis a freestanding structure or is attached to another building or structure and is higher than the
maximum allowable hght permitted in the zoning district in which it is located.

Temporary Use or Structure - A transient, nofpermanent use or structure permitted to exist for a
designated period of time during periods of construction of the principal use or structorespedial
events. A temporary structure shall not be intended to be permanently affixed to the ground.

Thoroughfare, Street, or Road- The full width between property lines designating every public way of

whatever nature, with a part thereof to be used/éhicular traffic and designated as follows:

1. Alley - A minor street used primarily for vehicular service access at the back or side of properties
abutting on another street.

2. Arterial Street A general term denoting a highway primarily for through icaffarrying heavy
loads and large volume of traffic, usually on a continuous route.

3. Collector Street A thoroughfare, whether within a residential, industrial, commercial, or other type
of development, which primarily carries traffic from local streetarterial streets including the
principal entrance and circulation routes within residential subdivisions.

4. Cul-de-Sac- A local street of relatively short length with one end open to traffic and the other end
terminating in a vehicular turnaround.

5. Deaderd Street A street temporarily having one (1) outfet vehicular traffic and intended to be

extended or continued in the future.

Local Street A street primarily for providing access to residential or other abutting property.

Loop Street A type oflocal street, each end of which terminates at an intersection with the same
arterial or collector street, and whose principal radius points of the one hundred and eighty (180)
degree system of turns are not more than one thousand (1000) feet from gaicbaxtellector
street, nor normally more than six hundred (600) feet form each other.

8. Marginal Access StreetA local or collector street, parallel and adjacent to an arterial or collector
street, providing access to abutting properties and protdobiomarterial or collector streets. (Also
called Frontage Street).

Through Lot - See Lot types.

Township Trustees- The Board of Township Trustees of Darby Township, Union County, Ohio.

Transient Lodging - A building in which lodging or boarding anddgings are provided and offered to

the public for compensation. As such it is open to the public in contradistinction to a boarding house,
rooming house, lodging house, or dormitory which is herein separately defined. Examples include: hotel,
motel andapartment hotel.

Transport Terminal - Any business, structure or premises which primarily receives or distributes goods.

Transportation, Director of - The Director of the Ohio Department of Transportation.

Use- The specific purpose for which landabuilding is designated, arranged, intended, or for which it
is or may be occupied or maintained.
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Variance - A variance is a modification of the strict terms of the relevant regulations where such
modification will not be contrary to the public interesid where owing to conditions peculiar to the
property and not the result of the action of the applicant, a literal enforcement of the resolution would
result in unnecessary and undue hardship.

Veterinary Animal Hospital or Clinic - A place used for @ care, grooming, diagnosis, and treatment of
sick, ailing, infirm, or injured animals, and those who are in nheed of medical or surgical attention, and
may include overnight accommodations on the premises for the treatment, observation, and/or
recuperation It may also include boarding that is incidental to the primary activity.

Vicinity Map - A drawing located on the plat which sets forth by dimensions or other means, the
relationship of the proposed subdivision or use to other nearby developmentinwarksiand

community facilities and services within the general area in order to better locate and orient the area in
guestion.

Wind Projects - The following definitions shall apply to winatojects

Accessory Structures Structures such as sheds, st@raheds, pool houses, unattached garages,
and barns.

Anemometer- An instrument that measures the force and direction of the wind.

Clear Fall Zone - An area surrounding the wind turbineitinto which the turbine andf

turbine components might fall duo inclement weather, poor maintenance, faulty construction
methods, or any other condition causing turbine failure that shall remain unobstructed and
confined within the property lines of the primary pamebkre the turbine is locatedh& purpose
being that if the turbine should fall or otherwise become damaged, the falling structure will be
confined to the primary parcel and will not fall onto dwellirgsy inhabited buildingsand will

not intrude onto a neighboring property.

Cowling - A streamlingl removableoverthatencloses he t ur bi neds nacell e.
Decibel- A unit of relative loudness equal to ten times the common logarithm of the ratio of two
readings. For sound, the decibel scale runs from zero for the least perceptible sound to 130 for
soundthat causes pain.

Megawatt (MW) - A unit of power equal to one million (1,000,000) watts.

Nacelle- Sits atop the tower and contaihg essential mechanical components of the tuybine
which the rotor is attached

Primary Structure - For each progrty, the structure that one or more persons occupy the
majority of time on that property for either business or personal reasons. Primary structures
include structures such as residences, commercial buildings, hospitals, and day care facilities.
Primarystructures exclude structures such as hunting sheds, storage sheds, pool houses,
unattached garages, and barns.

Professional Engineer A qualified individual who is licensed as a Professional Engineer in the
State of Ohio.

Small Wind Project - Any wind system less thdiive (5) MW (Megawatts) which includes the
wind turbine generator and anemometer.
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Wind Power Turbine Owner - The person or persons who own the Wind Turbine structure.

Wind Power Turbine Tower - The support structure to which the tudiand rotor are attached.

Wind Power Turbine Tower Height - The distance from the rotor blade at its highest point to
the top surface of thground at thevind turbinefoundation.

Walkway - A public way, four (4) feet or more in width, for pedestrian aisly, whether along the side
of a road or not.

Wild or Exotic Animals - Shall be defined by the regulation of the Union County Health Department.

Wholesale and Warehousing Business establishments that generally store and sell commaodities in

large quatities or by the piece to retailers, jobbers, other wholesale establishments, or manufacturing
establishments. These commodities are basically for further resale, for use in the fabrication of a product,
of for use by a business service.

Yard - A required open space other than a court unoccupied and unobstructed by any structure or portion
of a structure from three (3) feet above the general ground level of the graded lot upward, provided,
accessories, ornaments, and furniture may be permitted in ahysyaject to height limitations and
requirements limiting obstruction of visibility.

Zoning Certificate - A document issued by the Zoning Inspector authorizing the occupancy or use of a
building or structure or the actual use of lots or land in acoordwith the previously issued Zoning
Permit.

Zoning Permit - A document issued by the Zoning Inspector authorizing the use of lots, structures, uses
of land and structures, and the characteristics of the uses.

Zoning Resolution- A resolution and sulegjuent amendments enacted by the Darby Township Board of
Trustees pursuant to Ohio law that sets forth regulations and standards relating to the nature and extent of
uses of land and structures which includes a zoning map and complies with the proviSibislaw.

The official zoning map is on file with the Zoning Secretary. The Regional Planning Commission an
County Engineer also maintaam updated copy of the zoning resolution and map. The County Recorder
and County Auditor shall also maintain @pdated copy of the zoning map.

Section 300" Zoning Permits Required

No building or other structures shall be erected, moved, added to, structurally altered, nor shall any
building, structure or land be established argfed in use without a permit therefore, issued by the
Zoning Inspector. Zoning permits shall be issued only in conformity with the provisions of this
Resolution unless the Zoning Inspector receives a written order from the Board of Zoning Appeals
decidirg an appeal, conditional use, or variance as provided by this Resolution.

Section 301" Contents of Application for Zoning Permit

The application for a zoning permit shall be signed by the owner or applicant attesting to the truth and

exactness of alhformation supplied on the application. Each application shall clearly state that the

permit shall expire and may be revoked if work has not begun within six months or completed within one

and onehalf (1 %) years, subject to extension provided in Se@bgh At a minimum, the application

shall contain the following information:

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Section 302" Approval of Zoning Permit
Within thirty (30) days after the receipt of an application, the Zoning Inspector shallagtireve or
disapprove the application in conformance with the provisions of this Resolution. All zoning permits
shall, however, be conditional upon the commencement of work within six months. One copy of the
plans shall be returned to the applicanthm®/ Zoning Inspector, after the Zoning Inspector shaltha
markedsuch copy either as approved or disapproved and attested to same by his signature on such copy.

It shall be unlawful to use or occupy or permit the use or occupancy of any building or premises, or both,
or part thereof hereafter created, erected, changed, converted, or wholly or partly altered or enlarged in its
use or gucture until a Certificate of Zoning Compliance shall have been issued thdyefibie Zoning

Inspector stating that the proposed use of the building or land conforms to the requirements of this
Resolution.

Section 31171 Temporary Certificate of Zoning Compliance
A temporary Certificate of Zoning Compliance may be issued by the Zoning Inspector for a period not
exceeding six (6) months during alterations or partial occupancy of a building pending its completion.

Section 312 Record of Zoning Permitsand Certificates of Zoning Compliance
The Zoning Inspector shall maintain a record of all zoning permits and Certificates of Zoning Compliance
and copies shall be furnished upon request to any person.

Section 320" Failure to Obtain a Zoning Permit or Certificate of Zoning Compliance
Failure to obtain a zoning permit or Certificate of Zoning Compliance shall be a violation of this
Resolution and punishable under Section 350 of this Resolution.

Section 330" Construction and Use to be as Provided in Applations, Plans, Permits, and

Certificates

Zoning permits or Certificates of Zoning Compliance issued on the basis of plans and applications
approved by the Zoning Inspector authorize only the use and arrangement set forth in such approved plans
and applicabns or amendments thereto, and no other use, arrangement, or construction. Use,
arrangement, or construction contrary to that authorized shall be deemed a violation of this Resolution

and punishable as provided in Section 350 of this Resolution.

Section3407 Complaints Regarding Violations

Whenever a violation of this Resolution occurs, or is alleged to have occurred, any person may file a
written complaint. Such complaint stating fully the causes and basis thereof shall be filed with the
Zoning Inspetor. The Zoning Inspector shall record properly such complaint, immediately investigate
and take action thereon as provided by this Resolution.
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Section 350" Penalties for Violation

Violation of ORC 519.01 to 519.25, or the provisions of this Resolwatidailure to comply with any of

its requirements, including violations of conditions and safeguards established in connection with grants
of variances or conditional uses shall constitute a minor misdemeanor. Any person who violates ORC

separate offense and suffer the penalties herein provided. Nothing herein contained shall prevent the
Board of Township Trustees from taking such othefu&action as is necessary to prevent or remedy

any violation.

Section 360" Schedule of Fees, Charges, and Expenses

The Board of Township Trustees shall by Resolution establish a schedule of fees, charges, and expenses
and a collection procedure for zagipermits, amendments, appeals, variances, conditional use permits,
plan approvals, and other matters pertaining to the administration and enforcement of this Resolution
requiring investigations, inspections, legal advertising, postage, and other expeEmsashedule of fees

shall be posted in the office of the Zoning Inspector and may be altered or amended on by the Township
Trustees. Until all applicable fees, charges, and expenses have been paid in full, no action shall be taken
on any applicationroappeal.
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ARTICLE IV: NON -CONFORMITIES

Section 400° Intent

Within the districts established by this Resolution or future amendments that may later be adopted there
exist lots, uses of land, structures, and uses of structures and land in combingatowava lawful

before this Resolution was passed or amended, but which would be prohibited, regulated, or restricted
under the terms of this Resolution or future amendments. It is the intent of this Resolution to permit these
nonconformities to continuantil they are removed or discontinued. It is further the intent of this
Resolution that noronformities shall not be enlarged upon, expanded or extended, nor be used as
grounds for adding other structures or uses prohibited elsewhere in the sante distric

Section 410 Incompatibility of Non -Conformities

Non-conformities are declared by this Resolution to be incompatible with permitted uses in the districts in
which such use is located. A noonforming use of land, or a n@onforming use of a struatiand

land in combination shall not be extended or enlarged after passage of this Resolution by attachment on a
building or premises of additional signs intended to be seen from off the premises, or by the addition of
other uses, of a nature which woulel dienerally prohibited in the district in which such use is located.

Section 420 Avoidance of Undue Hardship

To avoid undue hardship, nothing in this Resolution shall be deemed to require a change in the plans,
construction, or designated use of anyiding on which actual construction was lawfully begun prior to

the effective date of adoption or amendment of this Resolution and upon which actual building
construction has been carried on diligently. Actual construction is hereby defined to includeitigg qf
construction materials in permanent position and fastened in a permanent manner. Where demolition or
removal of an existing building has been substantially begun preparatory to rebuilding, such demolition or
removal shall be deemed to be actuaistruction, provided that work shall be carried out diligently.

Section 430 Single NonConforming Lots of Record

In any district in which singléamily dwellings are permitted, a singi@mily dwelling and customary
accessory buildings may be erectedamy single lot of record at the effective date of adoption or
amendment of this Resolution, notwithstanding limitations imposed by other provisions of this
Resolution. Such lot must be in separate ownership and not of continuous frontage with dinéndots

same ownership. This provision shall apply even though such lot fails to meet the requirements for area or
width, or both, that are generally applicable in the district, provided that yard dimensions and
requirements other than those applying t@amewidth, or both, of the lot shall conform to the

regulations for the district in which such lot is located. Variance of requirements listed in Article 9 and 10
of this Resolution other than lot area or lot width shall be obtained through actiorBafatteof Zoning
Appeals as provided in Section 540 through 549.

Section 431- Non-Conforming Lots of Record in Combination

If two or more lots or combination of lots and portions of lots with continuous frontage in single

ownership are of record at thime of passage or amendment of this Resolution, and if all or part of the

lots with no buildings do not meet the requirements established for lot width and area, the lands involved
shall be considered to be an undivided parcel for the purposes of thiatResand no portion of said

parcel shall be used or sold in a manner which diminishes compliance with lot width and area
requirements established by this Resolution, nor shall any division of any parcel be made which creates a
lot with a width or areaddow the requirements stated in this Resolution.
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Section 440 Non-Conforming Uses of Land

Where, at the time of adoption of this Resolution lawful use of land exists which would not be permitted

by the regulations imposed by this Resolution, the usebmapntinued so long as it remains otherwise

lawful, provided:

1. No such nofrconforming use shall be enlarged or increased, nor extended to occupy a greater area of
land than was occupied at the effective date of adoption or amendment of this Resolution.

2. No such norconforming use shall be moved in whole or in part to any portion of the lot or parcel
other than that occupied by such use at the effective date of adoption or amendment of this
Resolution.

3. If any such norconforming uses of land are discontinwgdabandoned for more than two (2) years
(except when government action impedes access to the premises), any subsequent use of such land
shall conform to the regulations specified by this Resolution for the district in which such land is
located. In caseof insurance dispute, a lawsuit, or other just cause, the Board of Zoning Appeals
may extend the above time period.

4. No additional structure not conforming to the requirements of this Resolution shall be erected in
connection with such neconforming us of land.

Section 450 Non-Conforming Structures

Where a lawful structure exists at the effective date of adoption or amendment of this Resolution that

could not be built under the terms of this Resolution by reason of restrictions on area, lot coverage

height, yards, its location on the lot, bulk, or other requirements concerning the structure, such structure
may be continued so long as it remains otherwise lawful, subject to the following provisions:

1. No such norconforming structure may be enlargedhtiered in a way which increases its non
conformity, but any structure or portion thereof may be altered to decrease-@tssnformity;

2. Should such nogonforming structure or neconforming portion of structure be destroyed by fire or
an Act of God, itmay after approval by the Board of Zoning Appeals, be reconstructed as it
previously existed. All remaining debris shall be cleared away and disposed of properly within two
months of the time of destruction;

3. Should such structure be moved for any reasoraifiy distance whatever, it shall thereafter conform
to the regulations for the district in which it is located after it is moved.

Section 460 Non-Conforming Uses of Structures or of Structures and Land in Combination

If a lawful use involving individal structures, or of a structure and land in combination, exists at the

effective date of adoption or amendment of this Resolution that would not be allowed in the district under

the terms of this Resolution the lawful use may be continued so long amihseotherwise lawful,

subject to the following provisions:

1. No existing structure devoted to a use not permitted by this Resolution in the district in which it is
located shall be enlarged, extended, constructed, reconstructed, moved, or structuealextept
in changing the use of the structure to a use permitted in the district in which it is located;

2. Any nonconforming use may be extended throughout any parts of a building which were manifestly
arranged or designed for such use at the time oftatopr amendment of this Resolution, but no
such use shall be extended to occupy any land outside such building

3. If no structural alterations are made, any-gonforming use of a structure, or structure and land
may, upon appeal to the Board of Zoningp&pls, be changed to another fvomforming use
provided that the Board of Zoning Appeals shall find that the proposed use is equally appropriate or
more appropriate to the district than the existing-oomforming use. In permitting such change, the
Board of Zoning Appeals may require appropriate conditions and safeguards in accord with other
provisions of this Resolution.

4. Any structure, or structure and land in combination, in or on which &ooforming use is
superseded by a permitted use, shalighiter conform to the regulations for the district, and the non
conforming use may not thereafter be resumed,;
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5. When a norconforming use of a structure, or structure and land in combination is discontinued or
abandoned for more than two (2) years (excdmmgovernment action impedes access to the
premises), the structure or structure and land in combination, shall not thereafter be used except in
conformity with the regulations of the district in which it is located. However, in cases of insurance
disput, a lawsuit, or other just cause, the Board of Zoning Appeals may extend the above time
period;

6. Where norconforming use status applies to a structure and land in combination, removal or
destruction of the structure shall eliminate the-norforming status of the land except as stated in
Section 450 paragraph 2.

Section 470 Repairs and Maintenance

On any norconforming structure or portion of a structure containing aguriorming use, work may be

done on ordinary repairs, or on repair@placement of nehearing walls, fixtures, wiring, or plumbing,
provided that the cubic content existing when it becamecoaforming shall not be increased. Nothing

in this section shall be deemed to prevent the strengthening or restoring to a sitifenoofinahy building

or part thereof declared to be unsafe by any official charged with protecting the public safety, upon order
of such official.
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ARTICLE V: ADMINISTRATION

Section 500" Office of Zoning Inspector Created
A Zoning Inspector designatéoy the Board of Township Trustees shall administer and enforce this
Resolution. He may be provided with assistance of such other persons as the Trustees may direct.

Section 501" Duties of Zoning Inspector

For the purpose of this Resolution, the Zonimgpector shall have the following duties:

1. Upon finding that any of the provisions of this Resolution are being violated, he shall notify in
writing the person responsible for such violation(s) ordering the action necessary to correct such
violation;

Orde discontinuance of illegal uses of land, buildings, or structures;

Order removal of illegal buildings or structures or illegal additions or structural alterations;

Order discontinuance of any illegal work being done;

Take any other action authorized bistResolution to ensure compliance with or to prevent
violation(s) of this Resolution. This may include the issuance of and action on zoning and certificate
of occupancy permits and such similar administrative duties as are permissible under the law.

Sedion 5081 Township Zoning Commission Created

The Zoning Commission shall be composed of five members who are residents of the Township. The
Board of Township Trustees shall appoint the members of the Zoning Commission. The Board of
Township Trustees mappoint two alternate members to the Zoning Commission, for terms to be
determined by the Board of Township Trustees. An alternate member shall take the place of an absent
regular member at any meeting of the Zoning Commission, according to proceducebgutdsy

resolution by the board of township trustees. An alternate member shall meet the same appointment
criteria as a regular member. When attending a meeting on behalf of an absent member, the alternate
member may vote on any matter on which the absember is authorized to vote. The terms of the
regular members shall be of such length and so arranged that the term of one member will expire each
year. Each regular or alternate member shall serve until the member's successor is appointed and
gualified Members of the Zoning Commission shall be removable for nonperformance of duty,
misconduct in office, or other cause by the Board of Township Trustees, upon written charges being filed
with the Board of Township Trustees, after a public hearing hashedemegarding such charges, and

after a copy of the charges has been served upon the member so charged at least ten days prior to the
hearing, either personally, by registered mail, or by leaving such copy at the member's usual place of
residence. The mdmar shall be given an opportunity to be heard and answer such charges. Vacancies
shall be filled by the Board of Township Trustees and shall be for the unexpired term.

Section 509 Functions of the Zoning Commission

The Zoning Commission shall submitlam including both text and maps, representing the
recommendations of the Zoning Commission for the carrying out by the Board of Trustees this Zoning
Resolution when requested to do so by the Township Trustees. The Zoning Commission may initiate
zoning anendments, take action on proposed zoning amendments, review site development plans and,
within the limits of the monies appropriated by the Board of Trustees for the purpose, employ or contract
with such planning consultants, agencies, and executive hadassistants, as it deems necessary. The
Zoning Commission shall organize, adopt rules for the transaction of its business, and keep a record of its
actions and determinations. Members of the Zoning Commission may be allowed their expenses, or such
compensation, or both, as the Board of Trustees may approve and provide. No Township Trustee shall be
employed by the Zoning Commission. The Zoning Commission shall make use of such information and
counsel as is available from appropriate public officialsadements, and agencies and such officials,
departments, and agencies having information, maps, and data pertinent to township zoning shall make
them available for the use of the Zoning Commission.
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Section 510 Zoning Secretary

To assist in the adminrsttion of this Zoning Resolution, the Board of Trustees shall appoint a zoning
secretary whose duty it shall be to maintain township zoning records, confirm information in applications,
process all notices required under this Zoning Resolution, reconditikes of the Zoning Commission

and the Board of Zoning Appeals, assist the zoning inspector, and perform such other duties relating to
this Zoning Resolution as the township trustees may from time to time direct. The zoning secretary shall
be compensatedt rates set from time to time by the Board of Township Trustees. The township clerk
may be named to this position and may receive compensation for such services in addition to other
compensation allowed by law.

Section 511- Meetings and Agenda of Zonig Commission
The Zoning Commission shall meet as necessary in a public building within the Township. All meetings
of the Zoning Commission shall be open to the public.

Section 512" Minutes

The minutes of each meeting of the Zoning Commission shalldiebigghe zoning secretary on file in

the township hall with the other zoning records. Said minutes shall be open for public inspection during
commission meetings and normal business hours.

Section 520" Board of Zoning Appeals Created

A Board of Zoning Avpeals is hereby created, which shall consist of five (5) members to be appointed by
the Board of Township Trustees each for a term of five (5) years, except that the initial appointments shall
be one (1), two (2), three (3), four (4) and five (5) yeanselEach member shall be a resident of the
township. Members of the Board may be removed from office by the Trustees for cause upon written
charges and after public hearing. Vacancies shall be filled by appointment by the Trustees for the
unexpired term ofhe member affectedlThe Board 6 Township Trustees may appoimto (2) alternate
members to the Board of Zoning Appeals, for terms to be determined by the Trustees. An Alternate
Member shall take the place of an absent Regular Member at any meg¢kiad3ofird of Zoning

Appeals, according to procedures prescribed by Resolution of the Board of Township Trustees. When
attending a meeting on behalf of an absent Regular Member, the Alternate Mbalbeste on any

matter which the absent Member is auvibed to vote. An Alternate Member shall meet the same
appointment criteria as a Regular Member.

Section 5211 Proceedings of the Board of Zoning Appeals

The Board shall adopt rules necessary to the conduct of its affairs and in keeping with thengro¥is

this Resolution. Meetings shall be held at the call of the chairman and at such other times as the Board
may determine. The chairman, or in his absence the acting chairman, may administer oaths and compel
the attendance of the witnessagquorum $all consist othree(3) members of the BoardAll meetings

shall be open to the public. The Board shall keep minutes of its proceedings, showing the vote of each
member upon each question, or if absent or failing to vote indicating such fact, arkeepatcords of

its examinations and other official actions, all of which shall be a public record and be immediately filed
in the office of the Board. A court stenographerybe presenta record the proceedings wieetings of

the Board.

Section 522 Duties of the Board of Zoning Appeals

In exercising its duties, the Board may, as long as such action is in conformity with the terms of this
Resolution, reverse or affirm, wholly or partly, or modify the order, requirement, decision, or

determination apgaled from and may make such order, requirement, decision, or determination as ought
to be made, and to that end shall have the powers of the Zoning Inspector from whom the appeal is taken.
The concurring vote of three (3) members of the Board shalldessary to reverse any order,

requirement, decision, or determination of the Zoning Inspector, or to decide in favor of the applicant on
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any matter upon which it is required to pass under this Resolution or to effect any variation in the

application of thé Resolution. For the purpose of this Resolution the Board has the following specific

responsibilities:

1. To hear and decide appeals where it is alleged there is an error in any order, requirement, decision,
interpretation, or determination made by the iBgrinspector;

2. To authorize such variances from the terms of this Resolution as will not be contrary to the public
interest, where, owing to the special conditions, a literal enforcement of this Resolution will result in
practical difficulties, and so théte spirit of this Resolution shall be observed and substantial justice
done;

3. To grant conditional use permits under the conditions specified in Article 9 and such additional
safeguards as will uphold the intent of this Resolution.

Section 530" Duties d Zoning Inspector, Board of Zoning Appeals, Legislative Authority and

Courts on Matters of Appeal

It is the intent of this Resolution that all questions of interpretation and enforcement shall be first
presented to the Zoning Inspector, and that suchtigneshall be presented to the Board only on appeal
from the decision of the Zoning Inspector, and that recourse from the decisions of the Board shall be to
the courts as provided by law. It is further the intent of this Resolution that the dutie§ ofighip

Trustees in connection with this Resolution shall not include hearing and deciding questions of
interpretation and enforcement that may arise. The procedure for deciding such questions shall be as
stated in this section and this Resolution. &frttlis Resolution the Township Trustees shall have only

the duties of considering and adopting or rejecting proposed amendments or the repeal of this Resolution
as provided by law; and of establishing a schedule of fees and charges as stated in Seatithis36
Resolution. Nothing in this Resolution shall be interpreted to prevent any official of the Township from
appealing a decision of the Board to the courts as provided in the Ohio Revised Code. Any such appeal
shall be made within thirty (30) dagsf t er j our nal i zation of the Boardo
decision shall be immediately mailed by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the applicant and all
parties to the proceedings.

Section 540" Procedure and Requirements for Apgals and Variances

Appeals and variances shall conform to the procedures and requirements of Seetiat95uitlusive,

of this Resolution. As specified in Section 522, the Board of Zoning Appeals has appellate jurisdiction
relative to appeals and vamizes.

Section 5411 Appeals

Appeals to the Board of Zoning Appeals concerning interpretation or administration of this Resolution
may be taken by any person aggrieved or by any officer or bureau of the legislative authority of the
Township affectd by any decision of the Zoning Inspector. Such appeal shall be taken within twenty
(20) days after the decision by filing, with the Zoning Secredad/with the Board of Zoning Appeals, a
notice of appeal specifying the grounds upon which the appleaing taken. The Zoning Inspector shall
transmit to the Board of Zoning Appeals all the papers constituting the record upon which the action
appealed from was taken.

Section 542" Stay of Proceedings

An appeal stays all proceedings in furtherance o&ttien appealed from, unless the Zoning Inspector

from whom the appeal is taken certifies to the Board of Zoning Appeals after the notice of appeal is filed
with him, that by reason of facts stated in the application, a stay would in his opinion, causenimm

peril to life and property. In such case, proceedings shall not be stayed other than by a restraining order
which may be granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals or by a court of record on application, on notice to
the Zoning Inspector from whom thpgeal is taken on due cause shown.
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Section 543 Variances

The Board of Zoning Appeals may authorize upon appeal in specific cases such variance from the terms
of this Resolution as will not be contrary to the public interest where, owing to speti#lats, a literal
enforcement of the provisions of this Resolution would result in practical difficulties. No non

conforming use of neighboring lands, structures, or buildings in the same district and no permitted or non
conforming use of lands, strucéis, or buildings in other districts shall be considered grounds for

issuance of a variance. Variances shall not be granted on the grounds of convenience or profit, but only
where strict application of the provisions of this Resolution would result aligahdifficulties.

Section 544 Application and Standards for Variances
1. A variance from the terms of this Resolution shall not be granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals
unless and until a written application for a variance is submitted to thegZ6euretarand the
Board of Zoning Appeals containing:
a. Name, address, and phone number of appligant
b. Legal description of property;
c. Description of nature of variance requested;
d. A narrative statement demonstrating that the requested variance confonm$aitowing
standards:

i.  That special conditions and circumstances exist which are peculiar to the land, structure,
or building involved and which are not applicable to other lands, structures, or buildings
in the same district;

ii.  That a literal interpretain of the provisions of this Resolution would deprive the
applicant of rights commonly enjoyed by other properties in the same district under the
terms of this Resolution;

iii.  That special conditions and circumstances do not result from the actions ofltbardpp

iv.  That granting the variance requested will not confer on the applicant any special privilege
that is denied by this Resolution to other lands, structures, or buildings in the same
district.

2. The following factors shall be considered by the Boardmiietermining whether to grant a variance:
a. Whether the property in question will yield a reasonable return or whether there can be any
beneficial use of the property without the variance.
b. Whether the variance is substantial.
c. Whether the essential chatacof the neighborhood would be substantially altered or whether
adjoining properties would suffer a substantial detriment as a result of the variance.
d. Whether the variance would adversely affect the delivery of governmental services (e.g., water,

sewergarbage)

e. Whether the applicant purchased the property with knowledge of the zoning restriction

f. Whether the applicantds predicament feasibly c
variance.

g. Whether the spirit and intent behind the zoning requinémweuld be observed and substantial
justice done by granting the variance.

3. A variance shall not be granted unless the Board makes specific findings of fact based directly on the

particular evidence presented to it, which supports conclusions that fleaaplpas encountered
practical difficulties as outlined by subsection 2 of this section.
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Section 545 Supplementary Conditions and Safeguards

Under no circumstances shall the Board of Zoning Appeals grant an appeal or variance to allow a use not
pemissible under the terms of this Resolution in the District involved, or any use expressly or by
implication prohibited by the terms of this Resolution in said district. In granting any appeal or variance,
the Board of Zoning Appeals may prescribe appat@rconditions and safeguards in conformity with this
Resolution. Violation of such conditions and safeguards, when made a part of the terms under which the
appeal or variance is granted, shall be deemed a violation of this Resolution and punishal3eaiitae

350 of this Resolution.

Section 546 Public Hearing by the Board of Zoning Appeals
The Board of Zoning Appeals shall hold a public hearing within twenty (20) days after the receipt of an
application for an appeal or variance from the Zoningéator or an applicant.

Section 547 Notice of Public Hearing in Newspaper

Before holding the public hearing required in Section 546, notice of such hearing shall be given in one
newspaper of general circulation in the Township at least ten (10) days bed date of said hearing.

The notice shall set forth the time and place of the public hearing, and the nature of the proposed appeal
or variance.

Section 548 Notice to Parties in Interest

Before holding the public hearing required in Section B48ten notice of such hearing shall be mailed

by the chairman of the Board of Zoning Appeals, by first class mail, at least ten (10) days before the day

of the hearing to all parties in interest. Parties in interest shall include, but not be limitexp &ty

owners contiguous to and directly across the road (street) from the property concerned. The notice shall
contain the same information as required of notices published in newspapers as specified in Section 547.

Section 549 Action by Board of Zoning Appeals

Within thirty (30) days after the public hearing required in Section 546, the Board of Zoning Appeals

shall either approve, approve with supplementary conditions as specified in Section 545, or disapprove
the request for appeal or variandéhe Board of Zoning Appeals shall further make a finding that the
reasons set forth in the application justify the granting of the variance that will make possible a reasonable
use of the land, building, or structure. Appeals from Board decisions shalidbe in the manner

specified in Section 530.

Section 560" Procedure and Requirements for Approval of Conditional Use Permits
Conditional uses shall conform to the procedures and requirements of SectidrgsB86inclusive of
this Resolution.

Section5611 General

It is recognized that an increasing number of new kinds of uses are appearing daily, and that many of
these and some other more conventional uses possess characteristics of such unique and special nature
relative to location, design, sizeethod of operation, circulation, and public facilities that each specific

use must be considered individually. These specific uses as they are conditionally permitted under the
provisions of Article9 shall follow the procedures and requirements set for8ections 562 568,

inclusive.

Section 562" Contents of Application for Conditional Use Permit

An application for conditional use permit shall be filed with the Zoning Secretaimg Board of Zoning
Appeals by at least one owner or lessee of ptgper which such conditional use is proposed. At a
minimum, the application shall contain the following information:

1. Name, address, and phone number of applicant;

2. Legal description of property;

Section 563 General Standards Applicable to all Conditional Uses
The Board shall review the particular facts and circumstances of each proposed use in terms of the
following standards and shall find adequate evidence showing that such use at the proposed location:

1. Isin fact a conditional use as established under the provisions of Article 9 and appears as a
conditional use for the zoning district involved;

2. Will be designd, constructed, operated, and maintained so as to be harmonious and appropriate
in appearance with the existing or intended character of the general vicinity and that such use will
not change the essential character of the same area;

3. Will not be hazardouer disturbing to existing or future neighboring uses;

4. Will be served adequately by essential public facilities and services such as highways, streets,
police and fire protection, drainage structures, refuse disposal, water and sewer, and schools; or
that he persons or agencies responsible for the establishment of the proposed use shall be able to
provide adequately any such services;

5. Will not create excessive additional requirements at public cost for public facilities and services
and will not be detrimeal to the economic welfare of the community;

6. Will not involve uses, activities, processes, materials, equipment, and conditions of operation that
will be detrimental to any persons, property, or the general welfare by reason of excessive
production of trffic, noise, smoke, fumes, or odors;

7. Will have vehicular approaches to the property which shall be so designed as not to create an
interference with traffic on surrounding public thoroughfares.

Section 565 Supplementary Conditions and Safeguards

In granting any conditional use, the Board may prescribe appropriate conditions and safeguards in
conformity with this Resolution. Violations of such conditions and safeguards, when made a part of the
terms under which the conditional use is granted, shalebmdd a violation of this Resolution and
punishable under Section 350 of this Resolution.

Section 566 Procedure for Hearing, Notice

Upon receipt of the application for a conditional use permit specified in Section 562, the Board shall hold
a public hedng, publish notice in a newspaper, and give written notice to all parities in interest according
to the procedures specified in Section 545 through 548.

Section 567 Action by the Board of Zoning Appeals

district is intended to create areas where traffic conflicts with farm machinery are minimal and where non
farm residential uses are separated from farming activities and the associated dust, noise, and smells that
typically accompany farm activis.

The A1 District acknowledges that agriculture is a specialized form of industry characterized by the
production through biological and botanical processes of saleable farm products as a result of the
combination of raw materials, manpower, and eperg

Other specific purposes for which this district is established include:

1. To preserve woodlands and wetlands associated with farms, which because of their natural physical
featuresare useful as water retention and groundwater recharge areas, andeagdrgtiiant and
animal life; and which have an important aesthetic and scenic value that contributes to the unique
character of the agricultural district.

2. To provide the basisforlandtix assessment s t bxstingagrcdlturad cate andh e di st
owing to these regulations, its limited use for other purposes.

3. To prevent the conversion of agricultural land to scattereefarom development which when
unregulated, unnecessarily increases the cost of public services to all citizens anthbhsults
premature disinvestments in agriculture.

The intention of theural undevelopedistrict is to provide land which is suitable or used for agriculture,
conservation, very low density residential antljmuand quaspublic purposes.

Section 811" Low Density Residential District (R-1)

The purpose of the low density residential district is to provide land for single family housing units,
public and quaspublic uses, and neighborhood commercial dgyelent. Group or central water and/or
sewer facilities may be required depending on the density of development

Section 812 Local Business District (B2)

The purpose of the local business district is to provide land for small retail and persanal serv
establishments offering conveniergpe goods and services for the daily needs of the people in the
immediate neighborhood or area.
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Section 813 Light Industrial _District (LI)

The purpose of the light industrial district is to provide land fdugtrial development which will
supplement the tax base and provide jobs for local residents. Light industrial development should not
adversely affect the health, safety, and general welfare of the residents of the Township

Section 1000 General
The purpose of supplementary district regulations is to set specific conditions for various uses,
classification ofuses or areas where problems may frequently be encountered.

Section 1007 Conversion of Dwellings to More Units

A residence may be converted to accommodate an increased number of dwelling units provided:

1. The yard dimensions, including minimum lot widihall meet the yard dimensions required by the
zoning regulations for new structures in that district in which the dwelling is located.

2. The lot area per family equals the lot area requirements for new structures in that district;

3. The floor area per dwellgunit is not reduced to less than that which is required for new construction
in that district.

Section 1002 Swimming Pools
All swimming poolsin Darby Township must comply with the current Residential Code of Oliics t at e
c o d.eThe)conditions andequirementdisted belowapply to swimming pools in Darby Township
should there be ardifference in restrictivenedsetween the state code and the township zoning
requirements, the more restrictive requirements shall afgityuld there be any conflidistween the
state code and the township zoning requirements, the state code shall apply.
1. Portable swimming pools are permitted in any residential zoning district.
2. Privateswimming pools including abowvground pools are permitted in all residential zordiggricts
provided the following requirements are met:
a. ltis notlocated, including any walks or paved areas or accessory structures adjacent thereto,
closer than ten (10) feet to any property line of the property on which it is located.
b. The swimming pooérea is walled or fenced consistent with State standards.
3. Community swimming pools either public or private are permitted in all residential and commercial
zoning districts provided the following requirements are met:
a. The pool and accessory structureséherincluding the areas used by the bathers, shall not be
closer than one hundred (100) feet to any property line of the property on which it is located.
b. The perimeter of the site is appropriately screened from adjacent residential properties.
Cc. The swimmiry pool area is walled or fenced consistent with State standards.
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Section 1003 Accessory Structures in the Al, U-1, and R-1 Zoning Districts

All accessory structures must meet the following requirements as well as the development standards of

the applcable zoning district:

1. Number. No more than one (1) accessory structure shall be permitted on any lot, excluding detached
garages.

2. Zoning certificate required. A zoning permit is required prior to the erection, addition or alteration of
an accessory mstcture located on any lot in conjunction with a permitted principal structure.

3. Size and height. The maximum permitted size and height of an accessory structure shall be based on
the standards established in the following table.

4. Maintenance. Accessory structures shall be maintained in good condition and kept secure from the
deteriorating effect ofatural elements.

5. Agricultural operations exempt. Agricultural operations are exempt from all of the above
requirements.

Section 1004 Temporary Buildings

Temporary buildings, construction trailers, equipment and mateuigs in conjunction with
construction work onlymay be permitted in any district during the period construction work is in
progress, but such temporary facilities shall be removed within two weeks of completion of the
construction work unless a six (6) month extension is grantéaebBoard of Zoning Appeals. All
temporary facilities shall require a zoning permit from the Zoning Inspector.

Section 1005 Parking and Storage of Certain Vehicls

Automotive vehicles or trailers of any kind or type without current license platiksishbe parked or

stored on any residentially zoned property other than in completely enclosed buildings. The parking of a
disabled vehicle within all districts for a period of more than two (2) weeks shall be prohibited, unless
such vehicle is stored ian enclosed garage or other accessory building. However, one boat and one
recreational vehicle may be stored in the rear or side yard if they have a current license.

Section 1006 Required Trash Areas

All office, commercial, industrial, and muitamily residential uses that provide trash and/or garbage
collection areas shall have such areas enclosed on at least three sides by a solid wall or fence a minimum
of four feet in height or one foot higher than the receptacles therein with a lockabba ¢fagefourth side

if such area is not within an enclosed building or structure. Provisions for adequate vehicular access to
and from such area or areas for collection of trash and/or garbage as determined by the Zoning Inspector
shall be required.
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Secton 1010- Supplemental Yard and Height Regulations

In addition to all yard regulations specified in Sections 803 through 807 and in other sections of this

Resolution, the following provisions shall be used for interpretation and clarification:

1. Setback regirements for corner buildings. On a corner lot the principal building and its accessory
structures shall be required to have the same setback distance from all stredtwihtines as
required for the front yard in the district in which such stmegare located.

2. Horizontal visibility. Nothing shall be erected, placpl&nted,or allowed to grow in such a manner
as to materially impede horizontal visibility. Minimum horizontal visibility measured on the street
centerline shall be as follows:

a. 50feet on local streets developed as part of a subdivision

b. 150 feet on local streets

c. 300 feet on collector streets

d. For all other street classifications, horizontal visibility standards will be based on the Ohio
Department of Transportation Location and Deditanual.

3. Yard requirements for muifamily dwellings. Multifamily dwellings shall be considered as one (1)
building for the purpose of determining front, side, and rear yard requirements. The entire group as a
unit shall require one (1) front, one {Ear, and two (2) side yards as specified for dwellings in the
appropriate district. Each individual building shall meet all yard requirements for the appropriate
district as though it were on an individual lot.

4. Side and rear yard requirements for mesidential uses abutting residential districts. {xesidential
buildings or uses except agricultural operations shall not be located in nor conducted closer than one
hundred (100) feet to ary-1 or R-1 lot line nor any established subdivision boundary.

5. Architectural projections. Open structures such as porches, canopies, balconies, platforms, carports,
covered patios, and similar architectural projections shall be considered parts of the building to which
attached and shall not project into the regghiminimum front, side, or rear yard.

6. Exceptions to height regulations. The height limitations contained in Sections 803 through 807 do
not apply to spires, belfries, cupolas, antennas, water tanks, ventilators, chimneys, or other
appurtenances, usualigquired to be placed above the roof level and not intended for human
occupancy except where the height of such structures will constitute a hazard.

Section 101% Fences, Walls, and Vegetation

The location and height of all fences, walls, and tagign shall be in accordance with the following

provisions.

1. Fences and walls shall not be permitted within any right of way.

2. No fence on residential lots shall exceed six (6)ife@eightunless approved by the Board of Zoning
Appeals and no fence shakceed three (3) feet in height between the streetoigiiy line and the
front building setback line. Supporting members for walls and fences shall be installed on the interior
of the lot being fenced. This regulation shall not apply to fencesls that are designed so that the
supporting members are identical in appearance from both sides of the fence or wall.

3. Fences shall be kept in proper repair and maintained so as not to create conditions that endanger the
health, comfort and safety of tpeblic.

4. No accessory structure, wall, fence, or vegetation of any kind may be constructed, placed, planted, or
allowed to grow which would visibly obscure, hide, or screen fire hydrants, street address numbering,
and other security or emergency serviceigapent, controls or components.

Section 1012 Screening

No buildings or structures shall be erected, altered, or enlarged nor shall land for any non residential use
on a lot that abuts or faces any residential district be used, nor shall any mutiipfeutee be established
adjoining any single family development, until a plan for screening has been submitted, approved by the
Zoning Inspector, or the Board of Zoning Appeals in case of conditional uses, except in accordance with
the following provisions
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1. Screening may be one or a combination of two or more of the following:
a. A solid masonry wall.
b. A solidly constructed decorative fence.
c. Dense evergreen plantings.
d. Landscaped mounding.
2. Height of screening shall be in accordance with the following:
a. Visual sceening walls, fences, plantings, or mounds shall be a minimum of four (4) feet high, in
order to accomplish the desired screening effect.
b. In required front yards, the maximum height may not exceed three (3) feet without approval of
the Board of Zoning Apss.
c. Whenever required screening is adjacent to parking areas or driveways such screening shall be
protected by bumper blocks, post or curbing to avoid damage by vehicles. All screening shall be
trimmed, maintained in good condition, and free of advagier other signs.

Section 1013 Home Occupations

The following standards shall govern home occupations as a permitted use within Darby Township.

1. The owner of the premises must reside in the dwelling unit used for the home occupation.

2. No person or perss, other than the owners and family members living on the premises shall operate
a home occupation.

3. Not more than two workers exclusive of the owners shall be employed in a home occupation at any
one time.

4. All activities conducted on site shall be conaukentirely within the dwelling unit, and the use of the
dwelling unit for the home occupation shall be clearly incidental and subordinate to its use for
residential purposes by its occupants.

5. Not more than thirty (30) percent or six hundred (600) squeedf the gross floor area, whichever
is less, of any dwelling unit shall be used for a home occupation.

6. Home occupations shall not be permitted in any accessory building within any district unless a
conditional use permit is received from the Board afidg Appeals.

7. There shall be no change in the outside appearance of the building or premises, or other visible
evidence of the conduct of such home occupation other than one sign, not exceeding six (6) square
feet in area, nonilluminated, and mounted tiaagainst the wall of the building in which the home
occupation is located.

8. There shall be no sale on the premises of commodities other than those produced as the result of the
home occupation.

9. No additional parking places proposed in conjunction withhiliee occupation shall be located in a
required front yard.

Section 1014 Tree Preservation

Any tree over 180 in caliper tlhoald zoning distrietsrehall bed f r o n
replaced. The total number of caliper inches of @pizent trees for a site shall equal or exceed the
combined diameter of the protected trees removed. All replacement trees must be deciduous trees and
have a minimum caliper size of 2.5 inches at the time of planting.

Section 1015 Lighting Standards
1. General lighting standards applicable in all districts.
a. The amount of illumination projected onto a residential use from another property shall not
exceed 0. 1 vertical footcandle at the property line.
b. No blinking, flashing or fluttering lights, or othetuiminated device that has a changing light
intensity, brightness or color, is permitted in any zoning district, except for temporary holiday
displays.

a. Maximum onsite lighting levels shall not exceed ten (10) footcandles, except for loading and
unloading platforms where the maximum lighting level may be twenty (20) footcandles.

c. Light fixtures shall be dark in color (black, bronze, dark green) to blend with the landscape.

d. Light fixtures used to illuminatflags, statues, or any other objects mounted on a pole, pedestal,
or platform shall use a narrow cone beam.

e. For upwarddirected architectural, landscape, and decorative lighting, direct light emissions shall
not be visible above the building roof line.ll Aplights must be screened with landscaping or
aimed away from view from the public street.

f. Lighting sources shall be colaprrect types such as halogen or metal halide, and light types of
limited spectral emission, such as low pressure sodium or mgevapor lights, are prohibited
even in service areas.

g. Light fixtures shall be mounted on concrete, fiberglass, or painted metal poles no higher than
twentyfive (25) feet from the ground.

h. Lighting mounted on a building or structure shall not exceed #ighh of the building or
structure.

i. Vegetation screens shall not be employed to serve as the primary means for controlling glare.
Rather, such control shall be achieved primarily through the use of sharp cut off fixtures, the
appropriate application of mating height, wattage, aiming angle, fixture placement and fixture
design, etc. and the additions of shields and baffles as necessary.

3. Parking lot lighting standards applicable in the2 Band LI zoning districts and all mufamily,
commercial, office, athindustrial areas located in a planned district.

a. Onsite parking areas, pedestrian walkways and sidewalks, asiteostreets and driveways shall
use full cutoff type lighting that provides consistent illumination of at least one footcandle.

b. Light fixtures shall be located on the periphery of the areas with light sources directed into
parking areas. No light sources shall be located on building facades directed outward toward
property boundaries or adjacent rigbfsway.

c. Parking lot lights shall be of eut-off fixture and shall be no more than twefitye (25) feet in
height.

d Parking I ot lights must be placed within a | ar
both lights and vehicles from possible damage.

Section 1029 Mineral, Clay, Sand and Gravel Extraction, Storage and Processing
The extraction, storage and processing of minerals shall be conducted in accordance with the
requirements of Sections 1030 to 1036, inclusive.

Section 1030 Distance from Residential Areas

Mineral extractionstorage or processing shall not be conducted closepttethousan(l.000) feet
from any residential district, nor closer thare hundred $00) feet from any structure used for human
occupancy in any other district.

Section 1031 Filing of Location Map

The operator shall file with the Zoning Inspector a location map which clearly shows areas to be mined
and the location of adjacent properties, roads and natural features.
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Section 1032 Information on Operation

The operator shall submit informaii on the anticipated depth of excavations and on depth and probable
effect on the existing water table as coordinated with the Départment of Natural Resourc&syision

of Water. The operator shall also submit information on the anticipated efféstaperations on waters

of the state (rivers, creeks, streams, lakes, ponds, intermittent waterways, etc.) as coordinated with the
Ohio Environmental Protection Agency.

Section 1033 Restoration of Mined Area

Upon ceasing mineral extraction operatich® owner or operator must restore the mined area to a
condition substantially identical to its condition previous to the mineral extra¢t@awner oroperator

shall filewith the Board of Zoning Appeals and the Zoning Commisaidetailed plan fothe restoration

of the area to be mined which shall include the anticipatedefwse of the restored land. This plan shall
be submitted to the Boastleforethe owner requests a zoning change or conditional use permit prior to
commencing operationsShould the mineral extractiocompanypperaton or property be sdl prior to
ceasing of mineral extraction, the original restoration plan shall transfer to the new owner and operator
and the restoration plan shall remain binding.

Section 1034 Performance Bond

Prior to the Township issuing of a zoning change or conditional use permit to allow mineral extraction,
the owner oroperatorshallbe required to file with the Board of Township Trustees a bond, payable to the
Township and conditioned on the fdithperformance of all requirements contained in the approved
restoration plan. The bond shall be released upon written certification of the Zoning Inspector that the
restoration is complete and in compliance with the restoration pla@dollar amount bthe

performance bond shall loketermined by the calculation containedhia Township Trusteés a nn u a |
review of fees in effect at the time the bond is filed.

Section 1035 Enforcement Provision

The Zoning Inspector, prior to the issuance of a zonargft, shallrequire the submission of statements
and plans indicating the manner in which dangerous and objectionable elements involved in processing
and in equipment operations are to be eliminated or reduced to acceptable limits and tolBuahces.
staements and plans shall include addressing noise, dust, odors, liglititigsafety,and truck and
equipment traffic, as well as any other concerns of the Zoning Inspector.

Section 1036 Measurement Procedures

Methods and procedures for the determiamaof the existence of any dangerous and objectionable
elements shall conform to applicable standard measurement procedures published by the American
Standards Association, Inc., New York, N.Y., the Manufacturing Chemists' Association, Inc.,
Washington, DC., the United States Bureau of Mines, and the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency.

Section 1037 Agricultural Use
In any platted subdivision approved under Section 711.05, 711.09, or 711.10 of the Revised Code, or in
any area consisting of 15 or mdogs approved under Section 711.131 of the Revised Code that are
contiguous to one another, or some of which are contiguous to one another and adjacent to the opposite
side of the same dedicated public road, agriculture is regulated in the following manner
1. On lots of one acre or less, agriculture may be permitted as a conditional use.
2. On lots greater than one acre, but not greater than five acres, buildings or structures incident to the
use of land for agriculture purposes are regulated as follows:
a. Setbackuilding lines. Same for principal structure in the same district as to front, sides, and
back.

Transportation).

2. The applicant shall provide proof that all owners and/or occupants of residential dsvedlinip one
hundred (100) feet of the proposed tower were properly notified as required by ORC Section 519.211.

3. The applicant must demonstrate at the time of applications that no technically suitable and feasible
sites are available in a noasidential dstrict.

4. Colocation. All towers shall make available unused space ftwaation of other
telecommunication facilities. All telecommunication facilities shall be designed to promote facility
and site sharing.

5. Setbacks from all platted residential uaes residential districts. All new towers shall be setback
1,000 feet from either the closest subdivision boundary line for all platted residential subdivisions, or
from the closest residence in all Rplatted residential districts. When residentialsuae located
within nonresidentiakzoning districts (Al, U-1, B-2, LI, PAD, PCO, PID, the setback shall be 200
feet from such existing residential use.

6. Setbacks from all streets and private and public road right of ways. All new towers sledtldmk s
from all road right of ways public and private, a distance of 900 feet.

7. Setbacks from all other uses allowable in the zoning district. All new towers shall be setback from
any building that is not associated with or accessory to the telecomnmmsdatver facility a
distance of 900 feet.

8. Any and all base station equipment, accessory structure, buildings, etc. used in conjunction with the
tower shall be screened with fencing, masonry, shrubbery or other screening materials.

9. The applicant shhhotify the Zoning Inspector within 30 days of ceasing operations at the site and
shall remove all structures within 60 days of ceasing operations.

10. No advertising or illumination other than that required by law may be located on a structure or on the
requred screening.

11. An inspection report prepared by a qualified engineer licensed by the State of Ohio shall be submitted
to the Zoning Office every five (5) years which details the structural integrity of all towers and
support structures on the propertyhelresult of such inspections shall be provided to the Union
County Building Regulations Department and the Darby Township Zoning Inspector. Based upon
results of an inspection, the Township Trustees may require repair or removal of a telecommunication
tower. Any and all necessary repairs to the tower and/or support structures shall be made within a
seven (7) day period or the tower and/or structures shall be removed. The tower owner (applicant) is
responsible to cover the cost of all inspections, regyaifor removal.
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12. The unstaffed storage building and/or unit that houses transmitting equipment is considered an
accessory use and/or structure. Setbacks for accessory uses/structures will comply with the distance
requirements in the zoned district of tegver location. These facilities may not include offices,
long-term vehicle storage, other outdoor storage, or broadcast studios except for emergency purposes,
or other uses that are needed to send or receive transmissions.

Section 1039 Performance Bond for Telecommunication Towers

For each telecommunication tower, the owner or operator shall proviae Township a surety bond or a

bank letter of credit so as to assureltbenship that the terms and conditions of Section 1038 are performed

arnd complied with, including necessary repairs, repairs to phlgiavays and roads, and the costs and
expenses of removal in the evehtbandonment; Bond shall equal anticipated demolition, and debris
removal cost;the Township Board of Trustees maydrupon thegerformance bond to recover any

costs, damages or expenses incurred by the Township that may arise out of the violations of Section 1038
or the abandonment or discontinuance of the tower. The bond or letter of credit shall be issued by a
Boardof Trustees, in a form approved by said Board, and shall be in an amount that is equal to no less
than fifty percent (50%) of the construction value of the tower. If the cost of decommissioning or
removal is greater than the bond, the owner or operagdirtse liable for costs greater than such bond.

By its terms, the bond or letter of credit may not expire, be terminated, or cancelled without providing the
Township Board of Trustees with written notice of such expiration, termination, cancellatitheor o

event of norrenewal no later than one hundred twenty (120) days prior to the date of such event.

Section 1040 Adequate Drainage Outlet,Acceptable Soils and Existing Drainage Tile

Every lot shall have an adequate drainage outlet and acceptiéblsagistent with the requirements for

the proposed use. The Union Soil and Water Conservation Districiting shallrecommendhe

drainage outlet adequacy and thealth Department shall recommend slads acceptabilitypn new lots
Thesestatemats along with a plot map of the drainage systems shall accompany the application for
permit. Furthermore, all construction (including construction of ponds and driveways) within the
Township shall be accomplished in a manner consistent with maintemahgead surface drainage. In

all improvements or uses where submittal of drainage plans is not specifically required, proper drainage
on subject property and adjacent or servient properties shall be maintained or restored at equal or greater
capacity as etermined by the Union Soil and Water Conservation District. In no event shall any person
interdict or interfere with any existing tile or surface drain clehonless it is determid that such tile or
channel can be removed or relocated without inteidewith the drainage on adjacent propertiBse

existing drainage tile draining adjoining property shall be restoredrouted when cut, crushed, or
otherwise affected by any construction, excavation, or utility installation on any lot.

Section 104% Ponds

Permits are issued using the following steps.

1. Union Soil and Water Conservation Distri&WCD) shall review and approve proposed construction
site with landowner. Test pits must be dug prior to design.

2. The pond shall be designed in accordandh Watural Resource Conservation Service (NRCS)
Standards and specifications along with the United States Department of Agricultural Services
(USDAS) Engineering Field Manual for Conservation Practices. Drainage tile found or damaged on
siteshallbererut ed around the proposed pond at the owne
manner not to encroach on adjacent properties.

3. Union SWCD or Professional Engineer (P.E.) shall be responsible for designing the pond and doing
site inspections with the Towhip Zoning Inspector during construction to assure that the pond is
constructed according to the approved plan.

4. The pond outlet shall be designed not to encroach on adjacent property.
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5. Every lot shall have an adequate drainage outlet and acceptablessitgent with the requirements
for the proposed use. The Union SWCD shall determine the drainage outlet adequacy and the soils
acceptability for ponds.

6. Setbacks. Due to the liability a property owner may assume by constructing a pond too close to a

road the placement and maintenance of earth mounds or tree lines between the radauvaghand

the pond is recommended to serve as traffic barriers. If such earth mounds or tree lines are used, the

setback shall be fifty (50) feet from the road rightway to the high water mark and thirty (30) feet

from the high water mark to the side and rear lot lines. If such earth mounds or tree lines are NOT

used, the setback shall be one hundred (100) feet from the roadfrigay to the high water mark

and thity (30) feet from the high water mark to the side and rear lot lines. Two (2) acre minimum lot

size exclusive of all easements and righftgvay.

All ponds shall be at least ¥4 (0.25) acre in size.

Disturbed soil shall be seeded and such seeding shdlldheeEPA Regulations and NRCS

Standards and Specifications.

9. Permits. The excavation of all ponds shall require a zoning permit at which work shall commence on
said pond within six (6) months from the date of permit issuance from the Township Zoning
Inspector. Prior to issuance of a zoning permit, every effort shall be made on the part of the
landowner to locate and clearly mark all drainage tiles. The landowner shall be financially
responsible for reouting all tile. Ponds shall be completed withixtys(60) days from the date that
construction on pond commences. The property owner shall notify the Zoning Inspector upon
commencement of construction on the pond. Should the permit expire before work on the pond is
complete, all excavated land shadl keturned to its original state and seeded. The owner may apply
for a maximum of one 30 day extension with the Township Zoning Inspector.

10. This applies to all zoning districts, including planned districts.

Section 1042 Adult Material and Entertainment

1. Purposes. The purposes of this section are to i
mai ntain property values, and generally to proje
neighborhoods, community life and commercial districts atdmsuppress First Amendment rights
of free speech.

2. Standards. No person shall cause or permit the establishment of an adult entertainment business
within one thousand (1,000) feet of any single, two or rfiatiily dwelling, church, park, preschool,
or school, nor within five hundred (500) feet of another adult entertainment business. For the
purposes of this Resolution, distances shall be measured in a straight line, without regard to
intervening structures or objects, from the nearest portion of iltériguwithin which the adult
entertainment business is located to the nearest property line of the premises of a single, two or multi
family dwelling, church, park, preschool or school, or other adult entertainment business.

Section 1045 Small Wind Projects less thanfive (5) Megawatts (MW)

Wind Farms of IW or more shall be required to submit an application with the Ohio Power Siting
Board (OPSB) at the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (PUCO) and are required to meet OPSB
regulations. Small Win&rojectsless than 5MW and used solely for Agriculture will be exempt from
these zoning regulations as an Agricultural Use. Any proposed construction, erection, of aitingall

wind farm less thatMW including the wind turbine generator or anemometeany parts thereof shall

be a Permitted Use in theA U-1, B-2, and -1 Districts only if the following conditions are met:

A turbine will need to be
erected and placed in such a manner that if it were to fall, whatever direction the fall
occurs would be contained solelg the property where the turbine is located at, and
would not strike any structures including the primary dwelling, and any inhabited
structures.

C. Maintenance

1. Wind turbines must be maintained in good working order. The owner shall wtttin
(30) days of pemanently ceasing operation of a wind turbipevide written notice of
abandonment to the Zoning Inspector. An unwsed turbineor small windproject
may stand no longer thawelve (12) months following abandonment. All costs
associated wit the demolition of thavind turbineand associated equipment shall be
borne by the owner. #vind turbineis considered abandoned when it cegseeration
of electricityfor thirty (30) consecutive dayswind turbines that become inoperable for
more tha twelve (L2) months must be removed by the owner withinty (30) days of
issuance of zoning violation. Removal includes removal of all apparatuses, supports,
foundation to the ground surface leaeld other hardware associated with the existing
wind turbine.

D. Decibel Levels

1. All units shall operate not more théive (5) decibels above the established ambient
decibel levels at property lines. This information shall be included in the engineering
report described below in Section Il of this documélttis information shall be obtained
from the manufacturer of the turbine, and all decibel readings, if necessary, shall be taken
from the nearest neighboring property lines. Those turbines not meeting this requirement
will be issued a zoning violation ahé required to shut down immediately until the
required decibel levels are met.

E. Wiring and electrical apparatuses:

1. All wires and electrical apparatuses associated with the operation of a wind turbine unit
shall be located underground and meet all appkckdaal, state, and federal codes
including the Union County Building Regulations and Residential Building Code of
Ohio.

F. Warning Signs:
1. Appropriate warning signs @ddress voltage shall be posted.
G. Building Permits:

1. All Small Wind Farms and parts therestfall obtain all applicable Building Permits from

the State of Ohio andnion County Building Regulations where required.

d. Data specifying the kilowatt size and generating capacity of the particular unit.

e. The maximum decibel level of the particular unit. This informasioall be
obtained from the manufacturer of the turbine unit.

f. Ambient noise leels at property lines.

g. Hazardous materials containment and disposal plan.

. A site drawing showing the location of the unit in relation to existing structures on the

property, pads and other public riglof-ways, and neighboringroperty lines

. Evidenceo f establi shed setbacks of 1.1 ti mes t
zoneoO with manufacturerodés recommendati on 1
report.

. A maintenance schedule as well as a dismantling plan that outlines how the unit will
be disnantled shall be required as part of the permit.
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ARTICLE XI: OFF -STREET PARKING AND LOADING FACILITIES

Section 1100 General Requirements

1.

No building or structure shall be erected, substantially altered, or its use changed unless permanently
maintaned offstreet parking and/or loading spaces have been provided in accordance with the
provisions of this Resolution.

The provisions of this Article, except where there is a change of use, shall not apply to any existing
building or structure.

Wheneveia building or structure constructed after the effective date of this Resolution is changed or
enlarged in floor area, number of employees, humber of dwelling units, seating capacity, or otherwise
to create a need for an increase in the number of exfsirking spaces, additional parking spaces

shall be provided on the basis of the enlargement or change. Whenever a building or structure
existing prior to the effective date of this Resolution is enlarged to the extent of fifty (50) percent or
more in floo area, number of employees, number of housing units, seating capacity or otherwise, said
building or structure shall then and thereafter comply with the full parking requirements set forth
herein.

Section 1110° Parking Space Dimensions

A parking spacehall have minimum rectangular dimensions of not less than nine (9) feet in width and
nineteen (19) feet in length for ninety (90) degree parking, nine (9) feet in width and-thweaty23)

feet in length for parallel parking, ten (10) feet in width ameteen (19) feet in length for sixty (60)

degree parking, and twelve (12) feet in width and nineteen (19) feet in length fefiferf¢5) degree

parking. All dimensions shall be exclusive of driveways, aisles, and other circulation areas. The number
of required offstreet parking spaces is established in Section 1130 of this ordinance.

Section 1117 Loading Space Requirements and Dimensions

A loading space shall have minimum dimensions of not less than twelve (12) feet in width, fifty (50) feet
in length, exclusive of driveways, aisles and other circulation areas, and a height of clearance of not less
than fifteen (15) feet. One e$treet loading space shall be provided and maintained on the same lot
requiring delivery of goods and having a modifigross floor area up to five thousand (5,000) square

feet. One loading space shall be provided for each additional ten thousand (10,000) square feet or
fraction thereof of ground floor area.

Section 1112 Paving

The required number of parking and laagispaces as set forth in Sections 1111 and 1130, together with
driveways, aisles, and other circulation areas, shall be improved with such material to provide a durable
and dusfree surface.

Section 1113 Drainage
All parking and loading areas shalbbpide for proper drainage of surface water into approved storm
sewer or retention ponds to prevent the drainage of such water onto adjacent properties or walkways.

Section 1114 Maintenance
The owner of property used for parking and/or loading shalltaiaisuch area in good condition without
holes and free of all dust, trash, and other debris.

Section 1115 Lighting
Refer to Section 1015.
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Section 1116 Location of Parking Spaces
The following regulations shall govern the location otsifeet psking spaces and areas:

d. All open areas not developed with parking, roadways, paths or otherwise planted shall be either
seeded or sod.

Loading, service, and storage areas.

a. All truck loading and setice areas shall be located at the rear or side of the building. All loading
docks shall be totally screened from view with the same materials used on the building walls.
Landscaping shall also be used to soften the impact of these areas within theneemir

b. Any external mechanical equipment including any rooftop equipment, satellite dishes-ground
mounted mechanical equipment and exterior storage areas shall be totally screened from view
with materials that are similar to or the same as those usadnajority of the building. The
screening of the mechanical equi pment shall be
architecture. As an option, such equipment may also be screened with landscaping of 100%
opacity.

Section 1119 Minimum Distance and Setbacks

No part of any parking area for more than ten (10) vehicles shall be closer than twenty (20) feet to any
dwelling unit or school if located on an adjoining lot, unless separated by a screen meeting the standards
of Section 1012. In no case dhaty part of a parking area be closer than four (4) feet to any established
street or alley righof-way.
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Section 1120 Joint Use

Two or more nofresidential uses may jointly provide and use parking spaces when their hours of
operation do not normalloverlap, provided that a written agreement approved by the Zoning Inspector
shall be filed with the application for a zoning permit.

Section 1127 Wheel Blocks
Whenever a parking lot extends to a property line, wheel blocks or other suitable desfides ststalled
to prevent any part of a parked vehicle form extending beyond the property line.

Section 1122 Width of Driveway Aisle

Driveways serving individual parking spaces shall be not less than tfilea{25) feet wide for ninety
(90) degree grking, twelve (12) feet wide for parallel parking, seventeen andhalfi€17 %) feet for
sixty degree parking, and thirteen (13) feet for fdiwe (45) degree parking.

Section 11317 General Interpretations

In the interpretation of this Article, the following rules shall govern:

1. Parking spaces for other permitted or conditiarsas not listed in this Article shall be determined by
the Board of Zoning Appeals upon an appeal from a decision of the Zoning Inspector.

2. Fractional numbers shall be increased to the next whole number.

3. When a reason for parking demand is unusually lowh@n multiple uses share parking facilities
then the parking space provisions cited above may be reduced proportionately by the Board of Zoning
Appeals upon an appeal from a decision of the Zoning Inspector.
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ARTICLE XlI: SIGNS

Section 1200 Intent

The purpose of this Article is to promote and protect the public health, welfare, and safety by regulating
existing and proposed outdoor advertising, outdoor advertising signs, and outdoor signs of all types. Itis
intended to protect property values, ¢tesa more attractive economic and business climate, and enhance
and protect the physical appearance of the Township.

Section 120% Governmental Signs Excluded
For the purpose of this Resolution fsiagtho@andinoes no
discharge of any governmental function, or required by any law, ordinance, or governmental regulation.

Section 1202 General Requirements for all Signs and Districts

The regulations contained in this section shall apply to all signs anseadlistricts.

1. All wiring, fittings, and materials used in the construction, connection, and operation of electrically
illuminated signs shall be in accordance with the provisions of the local electric code in effect, if any;

2. No sign shall be placed onetloof of any building.

3. No portable or temporary sign shall be placed on the front or face of a building or on any premises,
except as provided in Sections 1210 and 1220 herein;

4. No sign or part thereof shall contain or consist of banners, posters, Eemidngns, streamers,
spinners, or other similar moving devices. Such devices, as well as strings of lights, shall not be used
for the purpose of advertising or attracting attention when not part of a sign;

5. No sign of any classification shall be instdllerected, or attached in any form, shape, or manner to a
fire escape or any door or window giving access to any fire escape;

6. Should any sign be or become unsafe or be in danger of falling, the owner thereof or the person
maintaining the same, shall upeteipt of written notice from the Zoning Inspector proceed at once
to put such sign in a safe and secure condition or remove the sign;

7. No sign shall be placed in any public rigiftway except publicly owned signs, such as traffic control
signs and dire@inal signs unless provided for in Section 1210. Signs directing and guiding traffic
and parking on private property but bearing no advertising matter shall be permitted on any property.

Section 1203 Measurement of Sign Area

The surface area of a sighall be computed as including the entire area within a regular, geometric form
or combinations of regular, geometric forms comprising all of the display area of the sign and including
all of the elements of the matter displayed. Frames and structurdderenot being advertising matter
shall not be included in computation of surface area.

Section 1210 Signs Permitted in All Districts not Requiring a Permit

A permit shall not be required for the following signs:

1. The flag, pennants or insignia of argtion, state, or other political unit or jurisdiction.

2. Cornerstones, commemorative tablets and historical signs, not to exceed ten (10) square feet in area.

3. Signs denoting the name and address of the occupants of the premises, not to exceed four (4) square
feet in area.

4. One wall sign on or over a show window or door of a store or business establishment, announcing
only the name of proprietor and the nature of the business, not to exceed three (3) square feet in area.

5. Real estate for sale, sold, rental @de signs limited to no more than eight (8) square feet in area, no
more than six (6) feet in height, and with one (1) sign per lot. Sold signs may be posted for a period
not to exceed ten (10) days. A maximum of three (3pdmise directional signdall be permitted
in conjunction with an open house, not to exceed feiqit (48) consecutive hours. During the
hours of the open house, one additional sign indicating that the house is open will be permitted on the
property. For property with a lotza exceeding twenty (20) acres, real estate for sale, sold, rental or
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lease signs are permitted to be a maximum of thivty (32) square feet in area for any one display
area with a total display area not to exceed dixty (64) square feet and no mahan eight (8) feet
in height.

6. Signs for the civic promotion of schools, church, or community service activities which may be
displayed for a maximum of thirty (30) days.

7. Flags, signs and sources of illumination clearly in the nature of decorations atligtassociated
with any national, state, local or religious holiday, and containing no advertisement.

8. Traffic directional signs indicating points of entry or exit to-stifeet parking, provided such signs
are not larger than four (4) square feet in ai®ach signs shall not be located in a public rigit
way and shall not obstruct the view of motorists for the purposes of ingress and egress.

9. Window signs not larger than twenty (20) percent of the aggregate window area. For uses that are
located in thesecond or higher floors of a building, window signs shall meet the requirements of this
section.

10.One (1) sandwich board shall be permitted for each business location not to exceed four (4) feet in
height as measured from the sidewalk and shall not exioeszl(3) feet in width per side. Such
signs shall be limited to three (3) colors, shall be displayed only during daylight hours and shall not
be located on a sidewalk less than six (6) feet in width. Damage to sandwich signs and any liability
shall be he responsibility of the owner. Sandwich boards shall be placed in such a way as to leave at
least four (4) feet to allow for passage.

11.Personal property "For Sale" signs limited to one (1) per residential dwelling, not to exceed four (4)
square feet in @a and four (4) feet in height, and posted not more than three (3) consecutive days.
Off-premises directional signs shall be permitted for a single-&gtyt (48) hour period.

12.Home occupation uses may provide one (tpmmises wall sign not to exceede (1) square foot in
area and ndb extend more than six (6) feet above grade level

13. A maximum of two (2) directional signs for any bona fide church, religious sect or congregation
located within Darby Township shall be permitted provided that sgcis sio not exceed four (4)
square feet in @a, do noextend more thasix (6) feetabove grade leveind are located outside a
public rightof-way.

14. A sign(s) located inside a building, whether or not the same are visible from the exterior.

15. Signs of a dyl constituted government body.

16. Elevated signs posted to indicate special parking locations for the handicapped, imprinted with the
international symbol of accessibility.

17.Flags, pennants, or insignia of any educational institution.

18. Political signs providethey arenot posted in any place or in any manner that is destructive to public
property upon posting or removal. All candidates for public office, their campaign committees, or
other persons responsible for the posting on public property of campaigiahsitell remove such
material within two(2) weeks followingElection Day

Section 1211 Standards for Signs Requiring a Permit, excluding OHPremise Signs

All signs not expressly listed in Section 1210 shall require a permit consistent with tiaérfgllo

requirements:

3. Wall signs All wall signs shall comply with the following requirements.

a. All such signs shall be mounted on the building which houses the business establishment
advertised by said signs, shall be located on or alorgjlafisuch building which faces a street,
parking lot or service drive, and shall not project above the roof line or the cap of parapets of such
building, whichever is higher.

b. The sign surface of a sign placed flat against the building shall not exasety-five (25)
percent of the side of the building to which it is attached nor shall the display, drawing or
message be more than eighty (80) percent of the length of the side of the building to which the
sign is attached.

c. When two(2) wall signs are penitted, there shall be no less than thirty (30) feet between the two
(2) signs.

4. Landscaping standard# landscaped area totaling a minimum of fifty (50) square feet shall be
provided centered on the base of all ground signs and should be comprisediefyaof natural
materials, such as turf, ground cover, shrubs, and hedges. No more than fifty (50) percent of natural
landscaping material shall consist of turf. A sketch plan drawn to scale and indicating plant material
by type and quantity shall beqwvided with the application for a sign permit.

5. Joint identification signsOne (1) joint identification ground sign may be authorized by the Zoning
Commission to identify a complex or mix of uses as opposed to a single use, provided that such
identificaion sign shall not exceed the following requirements:

a. One hundred (100) square feet in sign area;

b. A maximum of twenty (20) feet in height;

c. A minimum setback of thirty (30) feet from all public rightsfway.

6. Sign lighting standardsin addition to tle lighting requirements of Section 1015, sign lighting must
meet the following requirements:

a. Sign lighting shall be consistent, understated, and properly disguised. One of the following
methods of lighting shall be employed:

i. A white, steady, stationarygiht of reasonablimtensitydirected solely at the sign and/or
otherwise prevented from beaming directly onto adjacent properties orafghtsy.

ii. A white interior light of reasonable intensity with primary and secondary images lit or
silhouetted on an @gue background. The background must be opaque. No additional
background lighting or illuminated borders or outlines shall be permitted.

b. The level of illumination emitted or reflected from a sign shall not be of an intensity sufficient to

constitute a dmonstrable hazard to vehicular traffic on any rghtvay or parking lot from

which the sign can be viewed.

Light fixtures shall be screened from view by site grading or evergreen shrubs.

No exposed light sources shall be permitted.

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Section 1212 Off Premise Signs (Billboards)

The following standards apply to off premise signs:

1. Setback requirements:

a. Signs less than twenfive (25) square feet in area: Twenty (20) feet as measured from the right
of-way

b. Signs between twerdiyve (25) square feet andty (50) square feet in area: Fifty (50) feet as
measured from the rigtaf-way

Failure to comply with any of the provisions of this Article shall be
deemed a violation and shall be punishable under Section 350 of this Resolution.
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ARTICLE XllI: PLANNED DISTRICTS

Section 1300 Obijectives for Planned District

Planned districts have been designed to promote the following:

1. A maximum choice of living environments by allowing a variety of housing and building types and
permitting an igreased density per acre and a reduction in lot dimensions, yards, building setbacks,
and area requirements;

2. A more useful pattern of open space and recreation areas and, if permitted as part of the project, more
convenience in the location of accessomnotercial uses and services;

3. A development pattern which preserves and utilizes natural topography and geologic features, trees
and other vegetation, and prevents the disruption of natural drainage patterns;

4. A more efficient use of land than is generallhiaved through conventional development resulting in
substantial savings through shorter utilities and streets;

5. A development pattern in harmony with land use density, transportation facilities, and community
facilities.

The Township is also prepareddocept a greater population density in undeveloped areas provided the
developer can demonstrate that any increment of public cost clearly attributable to increased densities will
be compensated for by the private amenities and public benefits to be edcligvthe plan of
development.

Section 130X Provisions Governing Planned Districts

Because of the special characteristics of planned districts, special provisions governing the development
of land for this purpose are required. Whenever there is atanfdifference between the provisions of

this Article and those of the other Articles of this Resolution, the provisions of this Article shall prevail.
Subjects not covered by this Article shall be governed by the respective provisions found elgewhere
this Resolution.

Section 1302 Procedure

The Zoning Commission and Township Trustees must approve an application for an amendment to the
Zoning Map consistent with the requirements of Article 6 as well as the preliminary development plan.
Prior to canstruction, the Zoning Commission must approve the final development plan consistent with
the requirements of Sections 1307309.

Section 1303 Pre-Application Meeting

The developer shall meet with the Zoning Inspector and Zoning Commission ptherdabmission of a
development plan. The purpose of this meeting is to discuss early and informally the proposed
development and the criteria and standards contained herein.

Section 1304 Submission of Preliminary Development Plan

Section 1326 Project Ownership
The project land may be owned, leased, or controlled either by a single person or corporation, or by a
group of individuals or corporations. Such ownership may be by a public or private corporation.

Section 1327 Common Open Space

In all plannel districts except the Planned Agricultural District, open space and/or land for educational,
community, or recreational facilities shall be set aside according to the requirements of Sections 1322
1325. In the Planned Agricultural District, land shadl preserved for continued agricultural operations.
The open space shall meet the standards of Section$ 1338 of this Resolution.

Section 1328 General Standards Regarding Open Spac

These standards do not apply to planned agricultural districts.

1. The location, shape, size and character of common open space shall be suitable for the planned
district in relation to the location, number and types of buildings it is intended to serve. In any case, it
shall be highly accessible to all residentsusers of the planned development. Entry features,
detention and retention basins shall not be included in the area required for common open space.

2. Any uses and/or buildings authorized for the common open space must be appropriate to the scale and
characte of the planned development in relation to its size, density, expected population, topography,
and the type of dwellings.

3. The common open space may be suitably improved for its intended use, but common open space
containing natural features worthy of peegtion such as floodplains, wetlands, and wooded areas
shall be left unimproved. The buildings, structures, and improvements which are permitted in the
common open space must be appropriate to the uses which are authorized for the common open space
and must conserve and enhance the amenities of the common open space with regard to its
topography and unimproved condition.
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Section 1329 Ownership of Common Open Space

Different ownership and management options apply to the permanently protected commaepag®en

created through the planned district process, excluding the open space set aside as a part of the Planned

Agricultural District. The common open space shall remain undivided and may be owned and managed

by a corporation, a homeowners associatioa, Tbwnship, or a recognized land trust or conservation

district (conservancy). A narrative describing ownership, use and maintenance responsibilities shall be
submitted for all common and public improvements and open spaces. Common open space shall be
owned, administered, and maintained by any of the following methods, either individually or in
combination, and subject to approval by the Township Trustees:

1. Offer of Dedication.In any of the planned districts, the land may be conveyed to the Township
provided 1) such land is accessible to all the residents of the Township; 2) there is no cost of
acquisition other than incidental costs related to the transfer of ownership; 3) the Township agrees to
maintain such lands; 4) the land is not potentially lhmas. The Township is not required to accept
such offer of dedication. Where the Township accepts dedication of common open space that
contains improvements, the Township may require the posting of financial security to ensure
structural integrity of impvements for a term not to exceed eighteen (18) months.

2. Corporation The undivided common open space and associated facilities may be held in corporate
ownership by the owners of the project area for the use of each owner who buys property within the
development.

3. Homeowners AssociationThe undivided common open space and associated facilities may be held
in common ownership by a homeowners association or condominium association. The association
shall be formed and operated under the followingigrons:

a. The developer shall provide a description of the association, including its bylaws and methods for
maintaining the common open space.

b. The Board of Township Trustees shall review an
covenants to be recorded kihe title in order to assure that the homeowners association has lien
rights.

C. The association shall be organized by the developer and shall be operated by the developer,
before the sale of any lots within the development.

d. The association shall be maimtad by the developer until all lots within the development are
sold.

e. Membership in the association is mandatory for all purchasers of homes therein and their
successors. The conditions and timing of transferring control of the association from developer to
homeowners shall be identified.

f. The association shall be responsible for maintenance of insurance and taxes on the undivided
common open space, enforceable by liens placed by the Union County Recorder on the
association. The association may establistsridesnsure proper maintenance of property,
including monetary liens on the homes and home sites of its members who fail to pay their
association dues in a timely manner. Such liens may impose a penalty of interest charges.

g. The members of the associatidra share equitably the costs of maintaining and developing,
where appropriate, such undivided common open space. Shares shall be defined within the
association bylaws.

h. In the event of transfer, within the methods here permitted, of undivided commospzwen
land by the homeowners association, or the assumption of maintenance of undivided common
open space land by the Township, notice of such pending action shall be given to all property
owners within the development.

I. The association shall provide foreapliate staff to administer common facilities and property and
continually maintain the undivided common open space.

J.  The lease shall be subject to the approval of the homeowners association board and any transfer
or assignment of the lease shall be furthéject to the approval of the board. Lease agreements
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shall be recorded with the Union County Recorders Office, and natification shall be provided to
the Township within thirty (30) days of action by the board.

an owner may transfer easements to a private, nonprofit organization, among whose purposes it is to

conserve open space and/or natural resources, provided that:

a. The organization is acceptable to tr@wvhship, and is a bona fide conservation organization with
perpetual existence;

b. The conveyance contains appropriate provisions for the proper reverter or retransfer in the event
that organization becomes unwilling or unable to continue carrying ouhitidua; and

Cc. A maintenance agreement acceptable to the Township Trustees is entered into by the developer
and the organization.

Section 1330 Maintenance of Open Space

These standards do not apply in the Planned Agricultural District.

1. The ultimate owar of the open space shall be responsible for raising all monies required for
operations, maintenance, or physical improvements to the open space through annual dues, special
assessments, etc. The owner shall be authorized under its bylaws to place tienproperty of
residents who fall delinquent in payment of such dues, assessments, etc.

2. In the event that the organization established to own and maintain common open space shall at any
time after establishment of the planned development fail to maitiiaicommon open space in
reasonable order and condition, the Zoning Inspector may serve written notice upon such organization
or upon the residents of the development setting forth the manner in which the organization has failed
to maintain the common ep space in reasonable condition. The notice shall include a demand that
such deficiencies of maintenance be cured within thirty (30) days thereof, and shall state the date and
place of a hearing thereon which shall be held within fourteen (14) dayes wbtice. At such
hearing the Township Trustees may modify the terms of the original notice as to the deficiencies and
may give an extension of time within which they shall be cured. If the deficiencies set forth in the
original notice or in the modifi¢eons thereof shall not be cured within said thirty (30) days or any
extension thereof, the Township Trustees, in order to preserve the taxable values of the properties
within the planned development and to prevent the common open space from becomiitg a pub
nuisance, may enter upon said common open space and maintain the same for a period of one (1)
year. Said entry and maintenance shall not vest in the public any rights to use the common open
space. Before the expiration of said year, the Townshigdasishall, upon its initiative or upon the
request of the organization theretofore responsible for the maintenance of the common open space,
call a public hearing upon notice to such organization, or to the residents of the planned development,
to be heldoby the Trustees, at which hearing such organization or the residents of the planned
development shall show cause why such maintenance by the Township shall not, at the election of the
Trustees, continue for a succeeding year. If the Township Trusteesishet such organization is
ready and able to maintain said common open space in reasonable condition, they shall cease to
maintain said common open space at the end of said year. If the Township Trustees shall determine
such organization is not ready aadole to maintain said common open space in a reasonable
condition, they may, at their discretion, continue to maintain said common open space during the next
succeeding year and subject to a similar hearing and determination, in each year thereafter. The
decision of the Township Trustees in any such case shall constitute a final decision subject to review
as provided by law.

3. The cost of such maintenance by the Township shall be assessed against the properties within the
planned development that have ahtigf enjoyment of the common open space, and shall become a
tax lien on said properties. The Township, at the time of entering upon said common open space for
the purpose of maintenance, shall file a notice of such lien in the office of the Union County
Recorder, upon the properties affected by such lien within the planned development.
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Section 1331 General Site Development Standards
The following site development standards shall apply in the Planned Districts unless noted below.

Underground utilitiesincluding telephone and electrical systems, are required within the limits of all
planned districts except the Planned Agricultural District. Appurtenances to these systems which can
be effectively screened may be exempted from this requirement if tiigZdammission finds that

such exemption will not violate the intent of the character of the proposed planned district.

The applicable sections of the parking, sign and landscaping regulations of this Zoning Resolution
shall apply.

In the Planned Commerti@ffice and Planned Industrial Districts the parking system shall be so
designed as to discourage single large unbroken paved lots-firesdt parking and shall encourage
smaller defined parking areas within the total parking system. Such defingngpedas should be
delineated and accented by landscaped areas. Parking aisles, whenever possible, shall be oriented
perpendicular to the building fronts.

In the Planned Commercial Office and Planned Industrial Districts all service and delivery shall be
made to the rear of the structure(s) or use unless special design treatment or circumstances warrant an
alternative, but only with the approval of the Zoning Commission.

No unscreened outside storage shall be permitted and no rubbish or debris oflasmakibe placed

or permitted to accumulate on any portion of the parcel or lot so as to render any portion of the
property unsanitary, unsightly or detrimental to the public health, safety or welfare.

Access points shall be kept to a minimum to redwfficrcongestion and mitigate potential conflict
points. Vehicular and pedestrian conflict points shall also be minimized.

Whenever the proposed development abuts a collector or arterial street as defined in the Union
County Thoroughfare Plan, access dhi collector or arterial shall be via interior local streets or
marginal access (frontage) roads. All uses shall derive their access from the interior streets in the
district, unless specific exemptions are made as a part of the approved Development Pla

In Planned Districts the location and arrangement of areas of vaeasgiesshall be so designed as

to balance higher density areas adjacent to open space.

Drainage and runoff from the proposed development shall not cause property damage. agedrain
improvements shall be designed in conformance with the requirements of the Union County
Subdivision Regulations and Soil and Water Conserva&listrict when applicable.

In the Planned Residential and Planned Conservation Residential Districts, veadtad\be

provided throughout the development. Walkways shall be constructed of a suitable, dust free, hard
surface material. Mulch or other similar surfaces may be permitted for trails in areas the Zoning
Commission feels are appropriate. When a Ridr@ommercial Office District abuts a residential
district, walkways to the residential district shall also be provided.
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ARTICLE XIV: MOBILE HOMES, MOBILE HOME PARKS AND DWELLING
(HOUSING) MANUFACTURED

Section 1400 Mobile Homes
No mobile homes or niille home parks shall be permitted within Darby Township boundaries.

Section 1401 Mobile Trailers Prohibited

The use of a mobile home, tractaailer or other similar type trailer or structure shall not be permitted as
an office, structure, storadgcility or business structure whether for commercial, industrial or residential
use except as stated in Section 1004.
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
