
Section 520 Board of Zoning Appeals Created. A Board of Zoning Appeals is-hereby created, which 
shall consist of five (5) members to be appointed by the Board of Township Trustees each for a term of 
five (5) years, except that the initial appointments shall be one (1). two (2). three (3), four (4) and five 
(5) year terms. Each member shall be a resident of the township. Members of the Board may be 
removed from office by the Trustees for cause upon written charges and after public hearing. 
Vacancies shall be filled by appointment by the trustees for the unexpired term of the member affected. 

Section 521 Proceedings of Lhe Board of loning Appeals. The Board shall adopt rules necessary to the 
conduct of its affairs in keeping with the provisions of this Resolution. Meetings shall be held at the 
call of the chairman and at such other times as the Board may determine. The chairman, or in his 
absence the acting chairman. may administer oaths and compel the attendance of witnesses. All 
meetings shall be open to the public. The Board shad keep minutes of its proceedings, showing the 
vote of each member upon each question. or if ab"enl or failing to vote. indicating such fact, and shall 
keep records of its examinations and other official actions, all of which shall be a public record and be 
immediately filed in the office of the Board. 

Section 522 Duties of the Board of Zoning ADoeals. In exercising its duties, the Board may, as long as 
such action is in conformity with the terms of this Resolution, reverse or affirm, wholly or partly, or 
modify the order, requirement. decision. or determination appealed from and may make such order, 
requirement. decision. or determination as ought to be made. and to that end shall have the powers of 
the Zoning Inspector from whom the appeal is taken. A conclilTing vote of three (3) members of the 
Board shall be necessary to "everse any order, requirement, decision. or determination of the Zoning 
Inspector, or to decide in favor of the applicant on any matter upon which it is required to pass under 
this Resolution. For the purpose "I' this Resolution the Board has the following specific responsibilities: 

I.	 To hear and decide appeals wnere it is alleged there is an error in any order, requirement, decision, 
interpretation, or determination made by the Z.oning Inspector: 

2.	 To authorize such varianc~s fro III the terms of this Rewlution as will not be contrary to the public 
interest, where. ow ing to th~ special conditions. a literal enfOicemenl of this Resolution will result 
in unnecessary hardship. and so that the spirit of this Resolution shall bc observed and substantial 
justice done: 

3.	 To grant conditional use permits as specit'ed in the Official Schedule of District Regulations and 
under the conditions specitled in AI1icie ') ana such additional safeguards as will uphold the intent 
of this Resolution. 

Section 530 Duties of Zoning lnspector. Board of Zoning Appcals, Legislative Authority and Courts on 
Matters of Appeal. It is the intent of this Re<olution that all questions of interpretation and enforcement 
shall be first presented to the Zoning Inspector. and that such questic)ns shall be presented to the Board 
only on appeal from the delisie," of the Z()nin~ Insp"ctor. and tl.d1 recourse from the decisions of the 
Board shall be La the eourts as provided by law. It is further the illtent of this Resolution that the duties 
of the Townshlp Trustees in connection with this Rc:;oiution shall not include hearing and deciding 
questions of interpretation and enforcement that may arise. The procedure for deciding such questions 
shall be as stateo in ihis section alld this Resolution. Under this Resoiution the Township Trustees shall 
have only the duties orconsidtring and adopLlI1g (" rejecting proposed amendments or the repeal of this 
Resolution as provided bv la\\": and ofestabiishi"g a schedule of fees and charges as stated in Section 
360 of this Resolution. Nothing in this Resolution shall be interpreted to prevent any official of the 
Township from appealing" decision of the Board to the comb as provided III the Ohio Revised Code. 
Any such appeal shall be made within ten (10) days of the Bc,ard's wl"1tlon decision. 



Section 540 Procedure and Requirements for Appeals and Variances. Appeals and variances shall 
conform to the procedures and requirements of Sections 541-549. inclusive. of this Resolution. As 
specified in Secrion 522. the Board of Zoning Appeals has appellate jurisdiction relative to appeals and 
variances. 

Section 541 ADpeals. Appeals to the Board of Zoning Appeals concerning interpretation or 
administration of this Resolntion may be takenlly any person aggrieved or by any officer or bureau of 
the legislative authority of the Township allected by any decision of the Zoning Inspector. Such appeal 
shall be taken within twenty (20) days after the decision by filing. with the Zoning Inspector and with 
the Board of Zoning Appeals. a notice of appeal specifying the grounds upon which the appeal is being 
taken. The Zoning Inspector shall transmit to the Board of Zoning Appeals all the papers constituting 
the record upon which the aeticll oppealed from was taken. 

Section 542 SlaY of Proceed;n~s. An appeal stay,; all proceedings in furtherance of the action appealed 
from. unless the Zoning Inspector from whom the appeal is taken certifies to the Board of Zoning 
Appea Is after the notice of appeal is fi led with him that by reason of facts stated in the application, a 
stay wOldd in his opinion. cause imminent peril to life and property. In such case. proceedings shall not 
be stayed other tnan by a restraining order whi:h may be granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals Or by 
a court of record on appiicati"". on notice 10 the Zoning Inspector from whom the appeal is taken on the 
cause sllown. 

Section 543 Variances. The Gliard of Zoning Appeals may authorize upon appeal in specific cases 
such variance rrom the terms o( this ResollJlion as will not be contrary to the public interest where, 
owing to special conditions. a literal enforcement of the provisions of this Resolution would result in 
unnecessary hardship. No non ·conforming use of neighborin", lands. structures, or buildings in the 
same district and 110 permitttJ or nOll-conforming use of lands. structures. or buildings in other districts 
shall be conside..ed grounds 10' issuance 01'0. variance. Variances shah not be granted on the grounds 
of convenience (If" profit. bm only \..... here strict appl icatian of the rJrovisiolls of this Resolution would 
result in unnecessar.v hardship. 

Section 544 ApJilisoation and Standards for Variances. A variance from the terms of this Resolution 
shall not be granted by ti,e Board of Zoning Appeals unless and until a written application for a 
variance is submitted to the Zani.lg Inspector and the Board of Z.oning Appeals containing:

Section 545 Supplementarv Conditions and Safeguards. Under no circumstances shall the Board of 
Zoning Appeals grant an appeal or variance to alia'" a use not permissible under the terms of this 
Resolution in the District involved. or any usc expressl} or by implication prohibited by the terms of 
this Resolution in said distric!. In granting any appeal or variance. the Board of Zoning Appeals may 
prescribe appropriate conditions and safeguards in conformity Wiih this Resolution. Violation of such 
conditions and safeguards. w hen made a part of the terms under which the appeal or variance is granted. 
shall be deemed a violation of this Resolution and punishable under Section 350 of this Resolution. 

Section 546 Public Hearing h: the Board of Zoning Appeals. The Board of Zoning Appeals shall hold 
a public hearing not more than 1'Olty (40) days after receipt of a notice of appeal or application for 
variance.

Section 547 Notice of Pubiic Hearing in Newspaper. Before holding the publ ic hearing required in 
Section 546. notice of such hearing shall be given in one newspaper of general circulation in the 
township at least ten (10) days before the date of said hearing. The notice shall set forth the time and 
place of the public hearing. and the, nature of the proposed appeal or varianc~. 

Section 548 Notice to Parties in Interest. Before holding the public hearing required in Section 546. 
written notice of such hearill;! sh'lll be mailed by the cllaimlan ofllle Board of Zoning Appeals, by first 
class mail. at least ten (10) days before [he day of tile hearir'lS III aii parties in interest. Parties of interest 
shall include, but not be limited to. property owners contiguous to and directly across the road (street) 
from the property concerned. The notice shall contain the same information as required of notices 
published in newspapers as specified in Section 547.

Section 700 Official Zoningl.1ap. The districts established in Article 8 of this Resolution as shown on 
the Official Zoning Map which. t.ogether with all explanatory malter thereon, are hereby adopted as part 
ofthis Resolution. 

Section 710 Identification of the Official Zoning ~1.illJ, The Official Zoning Map shall be identified by 
the signature of the chairman of the Board of Township Trustees and attested by the Clerk. 

Section 720 interpretation of District Boundari,,,. Where uncel1ainty exists with respect to the 
boundaries of any of the zol'ing districts as shown onlhe Oftic iii I Zoning Map, the following rules shall 
apply: 

1.	 Where district boundaric' ale indicated as approximately following the center lines of 
thoroughfares or highwayS. ,treet lines. or highway right-of-way lines, such center lines, street 
lines. or highway right-of-way lines shall be construed to be such boundaries; 

2.	 Where district boundaries me so indicated that they approximately follow the lot lines, such lot 
lines shall be construeclto he such boundaries. 

3.	 Where di;trict boundaries arc so indicated that they are approximately parallel to the center lines or 
slreet lines of streels. or [(,e center lines or right-of-way iine; of highways. such district boundaries 
shall be construed as being parallel thereto and at such distance therefrom as indicated on the 
Official Zoning Vlap. If no distance is given, such dimensicns shall be determined by the use of the 
scale shown on the Official Zoning Map. 

Section 730 Replacement oIthe Official Zoning Map. In the event that for some reason the Official 
Zoning Map becomes damag.ed. destroyed, lost or c1itTlcult to interpret. the township trustees may by 
resolution adopt a 11':=\'\ rnap v·..·hicll sha:l supercede tile prior map. The new map may correct drafting 
errors in the pnor map. but 110 sed. correction shall have the effect of amending the original map or any 
subsequent amendment thereof The new map shall be identified by the signature of the chairman of 
the trustees. atle';led t:l by the township clerk. and bearing the follo",ing words: This is to certify that 
the Official Zoning Map SUpc,."td"s and repia(:es the Official Zoning Map adopted (date) as part 
of the Zoning Resolution ofTayillf To\\'n~,hjp. Union County. Ohio. 
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ARTICLE VIII ESTABLISHMENT AND PURPOSE OF DISTRICTS 

Section 800 Intent. The following zoning di3tricts are hereby established for the township. For the 
interpretation of this Resolution. the zoning districts have been formulated to realize the general 
purposes as set forth in the preamble of this Resolution. In addition. the specific purpose of each 
zoning district shall be as stated. 

Section 810 Rural District Ill· It The purpose of the rural dist'ict is to pro\ ide land which is-suitable 
or used for agriculture, conservation. very low density residential and public and quasi-public purpose. 
Very low density residential land use refers to farm housing units and isolated residential developments 
not requiring a major pial under the County's Subdivision Regulations. (A major plat consists of 6 or 
more lots). Some residential.. commercial and industrial development may be permitted as conditional 
uses under Section 560. On-site water and sewer facilities are permitted, provided such facilities 
comply with the Union County Health Department regulations. Specific permitted and conditional uses 
are listed on the Official Schedule of District Regulations 

Section 811 Low Density Residential District CR-I ). The purpose of the low density residential 
district is to provide land for single family dwelling units not to exceed four dwelling units per acre 
with a central sewerage system. This district shall also include land that is subdivided which requires a 
major plat under the County'; ciubdivis.ion Regulations. (A major plat consists of 6 or more lots), 
Specific permi\ted and conditional uses are listed on the Officiai Schedule of District Regulations. 

Section 812 Medium DenSity Residential District (R:ll Ti,e purpose of the R-2 District is to permit 
the establishment of medium density single family dwellings not te> exceed eight (8) dwelling units per 
gross acre if a central sewerage system is a\ailable. Also, this classification more closely resembles the 
existing development pattern within the older developed sections of Broadway. This district is also 
designed to penn it multi-familv dwellings as a conditional use and the conversion ollarge older houses 
as a conditional use. Specific permitted uses and conditional uses aM minimum requirements are listed 
on the Ofticial Schedule of District Regulations 

Section 813 Local Business Di,tnct <B-2l, The purpose of the ioeal busi!1ess district is to provide land 
for retail and service establishments offering cOllyeniellce-cype goods and services.
